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Agenda Item No. 17: “Assessment of population Status of Tigers, Co-

predators, prey and their habitat in India (2021-23)” submitted by National 

Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA). 
 

For conservation and management of any endangered species such as tiger; its status, 

distribution, and trends in populations needs to be monitored at regular interval so that the 

information derived from monitoring process may be used for designing, implementation and 

evaluation of success of conservation program. Such information is often also crucial for 

making informed decisions and prioritizing conservation investments.  

The quadrennial All India Tiger Estimation (AITE) intends to monitor the status of tigers at 

pan India level and involves the National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA), Wildlife 

Institute of India (WII) and 18 Tiger Range States (TRS).  

The AITE includes 3 sub components namely; 1) Assessment of population status at pan India 

level, 2) the development of technological component M-STrIPES for data collection, analysis 

and visualization and 3) Technical support, capacity building of Tiger Range States for 

implementation of AITE, M-STrIPES, data collection, data analysis and preparation of 

technical reports.   

The monitoring methodology will be similar to the previous cycles of tiger estimation and 

involves phase I (sampling of all current and potential tiger habitats using Phase I protocol), 

phase II (lanscape characterization using remotely sensed data) and phase III (se of spatial data 

of individual tigers and leopards captured through camera trapping coupled with spatial data 

on prey, habitat and anthropogenic factors as covariates).  

The budgetary requirement of Rs 1963.39 lakhs is needed required for procurement of 

equipment, software, field expenditure, genetic analysis of scat DNA, field data collection, 

spatial database management, training workshops and publication of reports.  

The expected outcomes are country wide assessment report of tigers, co-predators, prey & 

habitat, implementation of M-STrIPES in tiger landscapes, spatial database of tiger and other 

wildlife, training and capacity building of field expenditure, genetic analysis of scat DNA, field 

data collection.

Agenda Item No. 18: “Implementation of Management Effectiveness 

Evaluation (MEE) of the Tiger Reserves” submitted by National Tiger 

Conservation Authority (NTCA) 
 

Management Effectiveness Evaluation (MEE) of tiger reserves is the assessment of how well 

the tiger reserves are being managed and their effectiveness in conserving target flora and 

fauna. Assessment of management effectiveness has emerged as a key tool for PA managers 

and is increasingly being required by governments and international bodies. 

 This project intends to evaluate Tiger Reserves in the country, which is an essential 

approach for tiger conservation & management and the associated landscape and involves the 

National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA), Wildlife Institute of India (WII) and 18 Tiger 

Range States (TRS) in the assessment.  

 The assessment process includes evaluation of 51 tiger reserves which have been 

grouped into 5 landscapes and four clusters namely; Shivalik Hills and Gangetic Plains 

Landscape, Central Indian Landscape and Eastern Ghats, Western Ghats Landscape, North 

East Hills and Brahmaputra Plains Landscape and Sundarbans. For assessment of tiger reserves 

independent Regional Expert Committee (MEE teams) will be constituted which will carry out 

the assessments as per the criteria and indicators. Two workshops will be organized during the 
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MEE Process one in the beginning with ‘Evaluation Team’ and ‘TR Managers’ to brief about 

the MEE process and another in the end of the evaluation process to discuss the outcomes and 

dissemination of findings. 

 The fund required for conducting the 5th cycle of MEE is Rs 152.06 lakhs which 

includes engagmeent of project associate, development of web application software & IT 

support, expenses related to field visit travels, report preparation and printing.  

 Considering the importance of MEE process in assessing the management effectiveness 

of tiger reserves, the proposal may be considered for necessary funding support under CAMPA.

Joint CEO, 3 Consultants and 7 office Assistants only and they are functioning from the above-

mentioned office. Due to shortage of space office of CEO, CAMPA is functioning from Indira 

Paryavaran Bhawan, Jorbagh (IPB). There is no regular Deputy CEO, Financial Adviser & 

Chief Account Officer, Assistant Inspector General of Forests, Under Secretary, Drawing & 

Disbursing officer, other office Staffs etc.  DIGF(NAEB/GIM) who is in additional charge of 

Deputy CEO is also functioning from IPB and AIGF(NAEB) who has been assigned to 

discharge functions in National Authority is also functioning from office of NAEB.  

2. There is urgent need to expand the office Space for proper functioning of existing NA office. 

The office space is a major constraint for appointing regular staff of the Authority. Section-8 

of the CAF Act Mandates National Authority to manage and utilise CAMPA fund besides 

discharging other important duties and responsibilities like monitoring of utilization of 

CAMPA fund in various states and assisting Executive Committee and Governing body in 

following functions as mentioned below: 

i. Approval of Annual plan of operations of State Authorities 

ii. Formulation of proposals for schemes funded by National Authority 

iii. Execution of schemes funded by National Authority 

iv. Investment for surplus amounts available in the National Fund 

v. Annual report and Audit of National Authority 

vi. Facilitation for scientific, technological and other assistance that may be required by 

State Authorities; 

3. As on date, National Authority is managing more than Rs. 60,000/- crore and for effective 

functioning and discharging the above responsibilities, appointment of sufficient staff and 

officers and suitable office space is required. As per preliminary estimate about 9,360 Sq. feet 

of office space is required for National Authority for accommodating minimum number of 

officers and staff as per details mentioned table below:

Agenda Item No. 21: Establishment of National Monitoring & Evaluation 

Centre (NMEC) for National Authority 

 

Background:  

The CAF Act 2016 in Chapter IV provides powers and function of National Authority 

and State Authority. Further, under Section 16 of the said Act, provisions for monitoring of the 

works undertaken by the Monitoring Group has been elaborated. Moreover, under Section 16 

(1)(i) of the said Act the Central Government is empowered to undertake third party monitoring 

and evaluation of the works implemented in the States and Union Territories utilizing funds 

released by the National Authority and State Authorities through individual and institutional 

exerts including remote sensing agencies. 

Since there is no such Monitoring and Evaluation work has been undertaken by the Central 

Government roping in National Authority so far, the issue or having a robust and running 

system of monitoring and evaluation work have been keep cropping up.  

Under prevailing conditions, the matter was deliberated in length with DGF&SS and it was 

decided to involve Indian Institute of Forest Management (IIFM), a sectoral management 

institute of repute under the aegis of Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, 

Government of India, endeavoring in the field of knowledge related to forests, wildlife and 

natural resource management for creating a National Monitoring & Evaluation Center (NMEC) 

for National Authority.  IIFM has also over four decades old institution having multi-
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disciplinary expertise to coordinate and carry out such exercise on regular basis in an 

institutional mode.  

 

Structure and function of NMEC and Project Monitoring Unit:  

The IIFM will set up a National Monitoring & Evaluation Centre (NMEC) at New Delhi 

for National Authority, CAMPA to coordinate and carry out regular Monitoring and Evaluation 

of various CAMPA activities of States & UTs and Schemes being implemented by various 

Agencies with the support of National Authority. 

The NMEC will be setup in New Delhi along with the National Authority for which space will 

be provided by National Authority. The NMEC will have subject matter specialist, consultants, 

expertise, associated manpower along with data management and GIS facility & logistics 

support to coordinate and carry out monitoring and evaluation work related to CAMPA fund. 

IIFM using NMEC will carry out rapid assessment of afforestation and other activities time to 

time as required by National Authority. 

Centre will be run with Forestry and Biodiversity Experts supported by experts for desired field 

of Remote Sensing, GIS, Data analysis and statistics, Ecology, Forest Economics, Social 

Sector, and IT & Communication media as per requirement. The detail administrative 

arrangements and modalities carrying our business will be finalized by the CEO CAMPA in 

consultation with the Director Indian Institute of Forest Management. 

NMEC along with the PMU will help National Authority and State CAMPA Authority for 

conducting meetings related to monitoring, evaluation and rapid assessment. Further NMEC 

along with PMU will conduct workshops and trainings for State CAMPA regarding 

monitoring, evaluation and assessment mechanism and developing interface with the 

stakeholders to carry out its functions decided by National Authority time to time.  

For the purpose of day to day functioning, field works, data analysis, GIS layering and report 

generation etc. the NMEC of IIFM at National Authority will hire a Project Management Unit 

(PMU) through NICSI for which a detailed ToR will be prepared and submitted by the IIFM. 

 

Expected Outcome:  

The NMEC with the help of PMU will create the matrix of monitoring and evaluation 

and will engage experts, field assistant, domain area professionals and office support for 

carrying out survey, monitoring, evaluation, rapid assessment, report generation and other 

assigned work.  

The frequency of Rapid Assessment will be annual or depending upon the need. However, the 

other assessment such as fund spent for wildlife management or logistics support can be taken 

up as per requirements. The National Authority in turn will use the monitoring, assessment and 

evaluations for policy formulations and programme implementation. Further as per need 

monthly/quarterly reports regarding monitoring and evaluation by NA, State CAMPA 

Authority and Third party monitoring be compiled and produced time to time.  

 

 

Expected Budget Requirement: 

 Expected budget requirement for the project will be around Rs. 162 lakhs per annum 

which will include the logistics and institutional charges. The project period for the First Phase 

will be for 5 years. Therefore, an allocation of 8100 lakhs for five years is proposed to be 

approved by Executive Committee to spent from National CAMPA Fund.

Council (NCAC) with a total financial outlay of Rs. 18.66 crore for a period of 6 years from 

2013-14 to 2018-19.  

2. The Executive Committee of the National Authority has recommended extension of 

schemes for another three years from 2019-2022 with ‘no cost extension’ and the same was 

duly approved by the Governing Body of National Authority in its 1st meeting held on 5th 

November, 2019.  Till date Rs. 15.01 crore was released by the National Authority. 

3. The project has to contribute to the Strengthening of capacities in the management of 

Natural World Heritage in the region. A no cost extension for another two years (i.e. 2022-

 In Sikkim forest land and land under agriculture systems have been diverted for non-forest 

purposes such as construction of Hydropower projects, pharmaceutical companies, distilleries 

other factories and industries and other developmental activities such as infrastructure 

development. Since this diversion of forest/agriculture land results in loss of biodiversity which 

is turn affects wildlife as well as geographical parameters such as climate and terrain, 

compensatory afforestation is also mandates in the law. In other words, to compensate for the 

losses incurred, the government made compensatory afforestation mandatory. This story takes 

a look at the measures taken by the government to ensure the same and the status of CAMPA 

funds. This study will recommend as to how the degraded lands can be brought under CAMPA 

to reconstruct the ecosystems already engendered by hydropower projects/pharmaceutical 

companies’/distilleries factories/industries, landslides floods etc.

Principal Chief Conservator of Forest, Karnataka Forest Department, 

Karnataka. 
 

2. Importance: The Sandalwood tree (Santalum album) is perhaps the planet’s most 

expensive wood, because of its cosmetic and therapeutic value. Sandalwood genetic resources 

in the country are threatened by a variety of factors, due to its high economic value in India 

and in the international market. Despite favourable conditions for its growth and natural 

regeneration in many forests of Karnataka and Tamil Nadu, both production and export of 

sandalwood and its products have shown a steep decline. Given the importance of Sandalwood 

both commercially and culturally and the fact that, it has been pushed to endangered category, 

its revival is very crucial. Extensive research has shown that Sandalwood exhibits considerable 

genetic diversity for different traits. However, information pertaining to heartwood and oil 

content is meagre as natural populations have dwindled rapidly. It is essential to encourage the 

establishment of community/corporate sandalwood plantations in different parts of India with 

appropriate incentives and adequate protective measures. These plantations can resource base 
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to enable the country to meet the requirement in the Sandalwood industry for perfumery and 

the precious art of carving. 

Rosewood (Dalbergia latifolia) is a premium-quality timber species internationally known as 

“Indian Rosewood”. It is used to manufacture furniture, panelling, and other ornamental 

products. Rosewood trees have dwindled significantly in its natural distributional range. It is 

very essential to take up large scale plantations of Rosewood in areas suitable for growing the 

species and also encourage and support farmers for growing Rosewood as an important agro-

forestry species in suitable agro-climatic zones. 

3. Objectives:  

 Identification and selection of superior genotypes of Sandalwood and Rosewood.  

 Collection and supply/distribution of seeds and other planting material from different 

provenances.  

 Raising Quality Planting Material (QPM) for departmental use and distribution to 

farmers.  

 Establishing Multi Location Trial (MLT) plots in its natural distributional range as well 

as different agro-climatic zones of Karnataka.

of Arunachal Pradesh.” with a total outlay of Rs. 65.32 Crores for a period of 5 

years- submitted by Department of Environment & Forests, Government of 

Arunachal Pradesh. 
Rationale of the proposal: 

The livelihood of tribal communities living in forest fringe areas is dependent on collection 

and sale of forest resources and other NTFP’s. When these forest products and NTFPs get 

exhausted for their requirement from private or community land, the encroachment upon forest 

areas increases in search of the economic sustainability. If proper planning and sufficient forest 

resources are provided within the community forest areas, such pressure inside RF area will 

reduce and sustainable livelihood opportunities can be provided to the communities in the 

fringe areas. 

Around 52 per cent of Gross Cropped Area of Arunachal Pradesh is affected by shifting 

cultivation or Jhum agriculture. The people of state particularly those inhabiting the interior or 

areas on the fringes of forests practice Jhum cultivation as a pre-occupation and cultural 

necessity than for subsistence. Perhaps this type of cultivation is the most energy efficient when 

we consider the input output ratio of energy, notwithstanding the adverse effects on the overall 

ecosystem. So far the efforts to discourage people to avoid this form of cultivation have not 

yielded the desired results. Thus, a well-coordinated and planned approach is required to 

prevent the adoption and promotion of shifting cultivation by local communities in the state of 

Arunachal Pradesh. In this approach, the forestry activities will have to be given due 

recognition in areas where Jhum fallows are to be rehabilitated. 

The Objectives 

1) To convert Jhum fallow land into area that is conducive for settled land use and address the 

issue of land degradation through various soil-moisture conservation works. 

2) To rehabilitate Jhum fallow abandoned land with more ecologically and economically 

important species of trees, bamboo, horticulture crops and agricultural crops which also suits 

the local needs and demand. 

3) To produce the quality planting material (QPM) which are locally available and 

economically viable through model nurseries. 

4) To secure the alternate livelihood of Jhummias through promotion of micro-enterprise, 

establishing marketing links for local produce and sustainable animal husbandry practices. 
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5) To rehabilitate and convert Jhum fallow/barren land by reducing the anthropogenic pressure 

on the stated land. 

6) To develop an alternate mode of cultivation for optimal utilization of natural resources and 

rendering the ecological stability. 

7) To conduct regeneration studies through GIS and RS techniques. 

8) To study the impact assessment on the sustainability of natural resources.

2. Issues and challenges:  Over two third of the sohra plateau is comprised mainly of 

scrub lands, grass lands and areas with less than 20% canopy cover. Accordingly, the limited 

vegetation cover is able to offer minimal protection of the soil from the heavy rainfall that the 

plateau area is exposed to. Most of the rainwater that falls during the monsoon is lost as runoff 

to the plains of the Bangladesh rendering the plateau dry especially during the winter months. 

3. Project Objectives 

1. To restore the Sohra plateau by means of adoption of a multi sector approach and 

specific interventions to address the issues faced by focusing on the thrust areas in a 

participatory manner. 

2. To enhance water availability, improve income generation activities through village 

based livelihood options, encourage and evolve sustainable utilization of resources and 

explore means to replenish the depleting natural resources in the plateau. 

3. To build capacity and mobilize stakeholders to ensure appropriate awareness on the 

issues prevalent in the plateau, the various factor that catalyze the issues, the potential 

safeguards and interventions to counter the issues and to ensure participation of all the 

stakeholders to maximize efficiency of the interventions adopted. 

4. To generate livelihood by replacing unproductive grassland with economically 

productive grass (Broom Grass, fodder grass aromatic grass) plantation. 

5. To strengthen the existing village level institutions on sustainable land management of 

natural resources and facilate preparation of village NRM plans on participatory mode. 

6. To solve the water scarcity during the dry period due to afforestation, it is proposed that 

watershed sprinshed approach be adopted to provide dense tree cover to the catchment, 

in order to achieve maximum ground water recharge potential.  

7. To increase soil moisture regime and reduce evapotranspiration  

8. To make agricultural activities more productive in many areas of the plateau suffering 

due to unfavourable soil conditions.

This ground water also plays an important role for 

life booth directly and indirectly. Spring water from underground aquifers supplies streams and 

ponds, and human have used underground water since time immemorial both for drinking and 

irrigating crops.

Visitors will have glimpse on the 

weather observation instruments and understand how things are done scientifically and 

professionally. 
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Rainwater Harvesting System in rain Museum, Sohra:  Being located in the place which 

receives highest rainfall in the world, the rain museum quite naturally may have well designed 

rainwater harvesting system as an important element. This is particularly important when the 

leading museum worldwide are fast turning towards different sustainable practices like green 

building, waste management etc. rainwater harvesting as a major element of sustainable 

museum practices is followed in the institutions like museum of London, national Maritime, 

Museum in Greenwich, London etc.  

Traditional rain water harvesting system in India is not new and has been practiced for ages. In 

Meghalaya, the traditional water harvesting system of tapping flowing streams and spring water 

for use in irrigation is popular in the state. 

Though, Meghalaya receives heavy rainfall during the monsoon period, the state faces acute 

water shortage during the lean season due to lack of water shortage systems. Considering the 

limitations of surface and ground water in the state, the most reliable source of water for 

drinking, cooking and irrigation in the dry months is harvested rainwater. 

 Benefits of Rain Water Harvesting:             

 Once rainwater has been captured or harvested it becomes a resource and can be used 

within a building or for irrigation and it reduces pressure on the mains water supply. 

 Rainwater harvesting reduces the pressure on the sewage infrastructure. Rainfall 

creates what is called storm water run-off which is directed to drains and ends up in 

the sewerage system for treatment. 

 Rainwater harvesting in Meghalaya is much relevant as the urban areas like 

Shillong face shortage of potable water supply. The museum can play this role of 

catalyst to implement this long pending water management system. 

Students Activities in the Museum:     Like interpretive exhibits museums also offer exciting 

activity oriented programmes which attract visitors of all ages.

Introduction:  Karnataka state has been pioneer in the field of forest Research. In the early 

years of foresters, regarded forest Research as an integral part of the forest management to find 

technical solutions to the field problems and did some field trails especially on silvicultural 

activities to achieve the desired management objectives as envisaged in the working plan. But 

later as the Forest Management objective became more complex, a specialized wing of forest 

research was established to carry forward the structural and designed experiments. As the 

management objectives change from time to time the Research agenda also has been challenges 

and new information demands of forest management. Karnataka Forest Department has been 

of the progressive states in the country providing excellent support to the research activities in 

the department for last 40-50 years. 

Project Proposal for effectively carrying out the different research works:      Research 

wing has carried out the trails on various aspects of forestry, Notable Progress has been 

achieved in the field of the Tree improvement, Creation of conal/seedlings, Seed orchard, 

Species performance trails, Silviculture techniques, Forest seed technology, Restoration of 

degraded and mining areas, Ecological studies, Biodiversity conservation, Agro-forestry and 

cultivation of medicinal plants etc. But still there is a huge information gap in between the 

Forest management and Forest Research due to various reasons. Lack of funds and 

infrastructure to the research wing in affecting the quality of Forestry Research which needs to 

be addressed in proper perspective. For carrying out the regular forestry works there is proper 

budget and budget head, for doing special work related to Forest research there is no proper 

budget and budget head.

Agenda Item No.34: Implementation of Project on preparation of DPR with 

LiDAR Survey for one Pilot Watershed in forest Area of Each State/UT. 
 

The EC recommended the Pilot project on “Preparation of DPR with LiDAR Survey 

for One Pilot Watershed in Forest Area of Each State/UT” for the ex-post-facto 

approval of the Governing Body of the National Authority as per provisions contained 

in sub-section 14(1)(iv) of the CAF Act, 2016 subject to condition that monitoring the 

implementation and progress shall be the responsibility of the NAEB in its 13th meeting 

held on 07.06.2020.  

The project is being implemented by WAPCOS, a PSU under the aegis of Ministry of 

Jal Shakti, Government of India at a cost of Rs.18,38,00,000/-(excluding GST and other 

applicable taxes) for an area of 2400 Sq. Km. The agreement has been signed after the 

concurrence of IFD and approval of Hon’ble Minister EFCC, and Chairman of 

Governing body of National CAMPA. The NAEB,  MoEF&CC, with the participation 

of State Forest Departments identified suitable sites of one major ridge inside a forest 

block in 26 States/UTs with average area of 10,000 ha for preparation of Detailed 

Project Report for planning and identifying locations and structures for construction of 

appropriate and feasible micro soil and water conservation structures consistent with 

site specific geography, topography and soil characteristics and in accordance with the 

‘Ridge to Valley’ approach of watershed management. This is being done using LiDAR 

technology with which the 3-D (three dimensional) DEM (Digital Elevation Model), 

imagery and layers of the project areas will be prepared. The LiDAR produced data will 

be processed by using cutting edge tools and technologies and the DPRs will be 

prepared.   
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 A committee was formed vide order dated 20.01.2020 of the National Authority 

for expeditious implementation of the work relating to preparation of Detailed Project 

Report (DPR) by using LiDAR technology under the chairpersonship of Shri Sriram 

Vedire with the members being, Representative of DG, ICFRE, Dehradun, 

Representative of DG, FSI, Dehradun, Dy. CEO, CAMPA, MoEFCC, IGF(SU) and 

IG(NAEB).  

So far, Committee has held several meetings latest being on 24th February 2022 

and recommended for implementation of project over 2730 Sq. Km. in 25 States. The 

Financial Cost of the Project enhances to Rs. 20,90,72,500 /-(excluding GST and other 

applicable taxes) as calculated on pro-rata basis. DPR for 25 States has been prepared 

and submitted to this Ministry for finalization and Ministry has approved DPRs of 10 

states and communicated to State for implementation. Balance 15 DPRs have been sent 

to States for their comments and the NAEB is in the process of finalization of DPRs in 

consultation with WAPCOS. So far, Ministry has made payment of Rs. 11.21 Crore to 

WAPCOS. 

Approval of EC is sought for taking up project over 2730 Sq. Km. in 25 States 

at a cost of Rs. 20,90,72,500/-(excluding GST and other applicable taxes) and  Status 

of implementation of  project is placed for information of Executive Committee.  

 

 

Agenda Item. No.35: Implementation and Streamlining of Nagar Van Yojana 

(NVY) and School Nursery Yojana (SNY). 

File No: MoEFCC: E.1-4/2021BI(NAEB)-Part (1) 

The Schemes of Nagar Van Yojana and School Nursery Yojana have been approved by 

HMEFCC as Pilot schemes for implementation which was announced during World 

Environment Day Celebrations on 5th June, 2020. The scheme is to be implemented during 

2020-2024.  The scheme has been revised and guidelines have been circulated as per the 

modifications approved. Besides NVY, the scheme School Nursery Yojana is also 

implemented by NAEB with fund allocation from NA of CAMPA. 

 2. NAEB has been nominated as implementing/programme division by the competent 

authority.  

 3. Considering these two schemes are given immense importance and are monitored at higher 

levels in the Ministry and also setting up of PMU to enable proper data management   in NAEB, 

being the programme division for these two schemes, it was proposed that NAEB may be 

authorized to issue sanction orders for these two schemes under concerned budget heads of NA 

of CAMPA, besides coordinating with the states, for providing relevant 

documents/information. With the approval of DGF&SS/CEO CAMPA an order to this effect 

was issued on 23rd November, 2021. 
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4. 75 proposals were approved by NAEB for release of funds till October,2021- (18 projects in 

2020-21 and 57 projects during 2021-22 so far). An amount of Rs. 1553.65 lakhs were released 

to 15 projects in 10 states by NA of CAMPA till November, 2021. 

5. Going by the above mentioned order NAEB has been issuing sanction orders to the 

remaining approved projects.

 Sanction orders to 64 projects issued to release an amount of Rs.5577.71 

lakhs    pertaining to 22 States. (as given in Table of note # 1.) 

 All States/UTs are being pursued for separate bank account details, updating the detail 

in PFMS portal and other mandatory procedure for release of funds. The States/UTs are 

being facilitated for submission of new proposals etc.  progress reports, re-validation 

of funds etc. 

 So far, 112 new project proposals have been received and are under scrutiny. 

 99 projects have been shortlisted for seeking financial concurrence has been put up to 

CEO, CAMPA for approval 

 The sanction of approved SNY projects is under process.
