However it is observed that
the report uploaded on the Ministry's website is also the same with pages missing
and incomplete information. The consultant was advised to revise the EIA report for
appraisal with due compliance of manuals, standards, Office memoranda and
guidelines issued by the Ministry from time to time. The Cotnillss noted that due to
such deficiencies, the appraisal of projects is delayed. The Committee tock a ssriou
account on misleading the Committee by the consultant and warned the consultant
for its conduct.
