Preamble:

Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer has submitted a
Proposal for diversion of 5.00 ha. Reserved Forest Land under Forest (Conservation) Act,
1980 for construction of Sub Police Station At-Surjagad Bande Beat, Tal-Etapalli, Dist-
Gadchiroli vide above referred letter No. 3. As per the directions issued by the Central
Government vide above referred letter No.1, the Government Maharashtra has constituted
a Committee under chairmanship of Secretary (Forests) for consideration of proposals for
diversion of Forest Land for creation of critical public utility infrastructure facilities in Left
Wing Extremism Affected Districts vide above referred Government Resolution No.2.

The Meeting of the above said Committee was held on 09.08.2017. In the said
meeting, the Committee has recommended a proposal for diversion of 5.00 ha. Forest Land

under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for construction of Sub Police Station at Surjagad.

Government Resolution:-

In exercise of powers delegated to the State Government, vide Government of
India’s order no. F.N0.11-09/1998/FC (LWE), dt.15.02.2018, Government of Maharashtra
is pleased to grant ‘in-principle’ approval to the proposal submitted by Additional
Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State, vide its letter
no. Desk -17/NC/1/1.D-828/18-19, dated 10.07.2018 for diversion of forest land under
section-2 of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for construction of Sub Police Station at
At-Surjagad Bande Beat, Tal-Etapalli, Dist-Gadchiroli.

2. This approval is issued subject to the following conditions:-
(@) The legal status of the land will remain unchanged.
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(b) The forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the
project.

(c) The Project Authority will defray the cost of the Net Present Value of 5
hectares of forest land proposed for diversion.

(d) The Project Authority will defray the additional / revised cost of Net Present
value of forest land as per the latest guidelines of the Government of India.

(e) A Minimum number of trees befitting the purpose and placement of the
infrastructure would be felled, care taking to ensure that priority of the user
agency is not compromised, and needless felling of trees is avoided. Feasibility
of felling of trees through FDCM may be a priority.

(F) The area of 5 hectares would be clearly demarcated and fenced properly.

(9) The project authority shall submit relevant orders of Administrative approval
prior to issue of Stage Il clearance.

(h) All other conditions as may be mandatory under relevant Acts, Rules &
Guidelines shall be complied with by the User Agency.

(i) The final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfilment of
the above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land
shall be effected thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T.), Gadchiroli.
