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1. Legal status of the forest land shall remain unchanged.

2. Compensatory afforestation shall be taken up by the Forest Department in an area of 0.126808 ha. Degraded
Forest Land in Jaidpur Forest Block, Tehsil- Nawabganj, District- Barabanki at the cost of the User Agency.
As far as practicable a mixture of local indigenous species shall be planted and monoculture of any species
shall be avoided.

3. Complete compliance of the FRA, 2006 shall be ensured by way of prescribed certificate from the concerned
District Collector. s

4. Layout plan of the proposal shall not be changed without prior approval of the Central Government.
5. No labour camp shall be established on the forest land.

6. Entire periphery of the establishment shall be lined up with plantation at a close spacing of 1.0 to 1.5 meter
keeping an offset of 1.5 meter from the boundary, with light crown tree species which will maintain greenery
without compromising with the land requirement of the establishment.

7. User Agency shall implement green plan at their cost as approved by the DFO. User Agency shall maintain
geo tagged photographs of planted trees. Six monthly geo tagged photographs of plantations shall be
maintained and a report shall be submitted to the DFO and also made available at the site for any inspection.
Any mortality shall be replaced by a new plant.

8. The User Agency-shall provide alternate fuels preferably LPG to the labourers and staff working at the site
so as to prevent any damage and pressure on the nearby forests.

9. Boundary of the diverted forest land shall be suitably demarcated on ground at the project cost, as per
di|rections of the concerned Divisional Forest Officer.
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10. No additional or new path will be constructed inside the forest area for transportation of construction
materials for execution of the project work.

1. The approval shall be revoked if any change in forest area/forest boundary occurs after Digitization of forest
boundaries is completed.

12. The forest land proposed to be diverted shall under 1o circumstances be transferred to any other agencies,
department or person without prior approval of Govt. of India.

13. The period of diversion under thig approval shall be co-terminus with the period of lease to be granted in
favour of the user agency or the project life, whichever s less,

14. The forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than that specified in the project proposal.

1. The KML file of area proposed for diversion and area proposed for plantation shall be uploaded on
the E-Green watch portal with all requisite details before commencement of works,

16. Annual 3rd party monitoring and concurrent internal monitoring by State Forest Department shall be done
and monitoring reports submitted to this office.

17. The User Agency and the State Government shall ensure compliance of all the Court orders, provisions,
rules, regulations and guidelines for the time being in force as applicable to the project.

18. Project Completion Report and Stage-11 compliance report shall be submitted within a period of 6 months of
completion of project.

19. Violation of any of the conditions stipulated under this approval will be liable for cognizance and appropriate
action under MoEFCC rules and Guidelines as applicable, specifically MoEFCC Guidelines dated
15/05/2023, authorizing officers of the rank of Divisional Forest Officer (DFO)/Deputy Conservator of
Forests (DCF) and above of the State Government or Unijon territory Administration concerned, having
Jurisdiction over the forest land in respect of which any offence under the Van (Sanrakshan Evam
Samvardhan) Adhiniyam, 1980 is committed or violation of the provisions of the said Adhiniyam has been
made, to file complaints against such person/authority/organization, prima-facie found guilty of offence under
the Adhiniyam or the violation of the rules made thereunder, in the court having jurisdiction in the matter.

20. Violation of any of these conditions will amount to violation of Van (Sanrakshan Evam Samvardhan)
Adhiniyam, (1980), and action would be taken as per the MoEF&CC Guideline.

21. Any other condition that the Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate Change may stipulate from time to
time in the interest of conservation, protection and development of forests & wildlife.
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
