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COUNCIL SUBJECT

Sub : Land alienation by the Coimbatore City Municipal Corporation
from the Forest department — South zone — Madukkarai Village —
SF.Nos. 1044/6, 1143/1, 1143/2B, 1145 and 1146 — measuring
9.0 Acres — for use as burial ground — regarding.
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The Public of Kovaipudur, Kuniamuthur, Sugunapuram, Milekal and Madukkarai
areas have been utilising the land adjoining the Manji bridge at Milekal on Palghat Main

road adjoining the Corporation limits as burial ground for the past 50 years.

In the context of insufficiency of space for utilization of the burial ground by the
fast growing population as well as the proposed widening of the Palghat main road in
order to regulate the heavy road traffic, a situation has arisen affecting the use of the

above burial ground by the general public of the above mentioned areas.

In the light of the above situation, it is proposed to alienate the forest department
land adjoining the existing burial ground for the purpose of being used as burial ground,

so that the general public from all walks of life can be benefited.

Further, the particulars of the forest land of 9.0 Acres, adjoining the burial ground

are as follows:

If the land bearing SF.Nos. 1044/6, 1143/1, 1143/2B, 1145 and 1146 of
Madukkarai Village measuring 1.61.5, 0.67.0, 0.10.0, 0.57.0 and 0.69.5 hec. totally to
an extent of 3.64.5 hecs. (ie.9.0 Acres) belonging to the forest department is alienated
by the corporation, double the extent of land ie.18 Acres (or) 7.29.0 hecs. In Thenkarai
Village, Perur Taluk, belonging to the revenue department has to be given to the forest
department in exchange and this proposal has been decided in principle and duly

confirmed by the District Collector.

1. Bearing in mind the public interest, a letter may be addressed to the District
Forest Officer, Coimbatore requesting for alienating the forest land measuring 9.0
Acres to the Coimbatore Corporation.

2. In pursuance of the above, the District Collector, Coimbatore may be addressed

for issue of necessary orders expressing the consent for transfer of the lands of



double the extent land in Thenkarai Village, Perur Taluk in exchange of the 9.0
Acres (3.64.5 hecs.) of the land belonging to the forest department.

3. For the above mentioned proposal and for carrying out the necessary
improvements to the proposed burial ground, the estimated cost works out to 340
Lakhs (ie. 6 Nos. of estimates) for which the corporation council’'s approval may
be obtained.

4. Necessary letter covering the above mentioned proposals may be addressed to
the Commissioner of Municipal Administration and the Director of Municipal
Administration Chennai and the Secretary to Government, Municipal
Administration, Chennai for favour of information and for the issue of necessary
orders in this regard.

5. The local Planning Authority, Coimbatore may be addressed to include the

above mentioned proposals in the Coimbatore Master Plan.

Serial Nos. 1 to 5 as above may be approved.

Bearing in mind the public interest, as well as considering the imperative and
emergent need in this regard and in order to avoid delay, the above mentioned subject
is placed before the Honourable Mayor for grant of necessary prior permission in

anticipation of the corporation council’s approval.
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
