2.00 Proposal for renewal of mining lease for Durgapur Opencast project has been initiated by
Area General Manager WCL, Chandrapur Area fbr approval under the Forest (Conservation)
Act, 1980. Previously'. the proposal lbr diversic,n of 80.77 ha. of fbrest land had been approved
by the Government ol' India under the Forest (Cionservation) Act, 1980 vide letter No.u-
123/2003-FCl, dated 08/ll/2005. l'he Project is located in Durgapur Ceological Block in
Chandrapur District of Maharashtra State. 1'he project can be demarcated on Toposheet
No.55P/8 &. 56M/5 having Latitude of l9'59'40.95" to 20001'13.53" ancl Longitude of
79019'75,69" to 79019'57.li". Th. project has capacity of production 2.00 Million tonnes of
