Balasore and

Berhampur. After closing of Oit Depot at Sambalpur since 2015. the proposed project aims to

ensure uninterrupted suppl,v of essential petroleum products to Western Odisha, a grorving

industrial hub of the state. The proposed oil depot at Arda near DhutraRail Station rvill be used

for storage and distribution o1 petroleum products i.e. petrol, diesel. kerosene, lurnace oil. light

diesel oil.

5.Flora und fauno:
The applied area consists o1' Planted Casherv (Anac'arc{iumoccidentale) and most ol

Casherv trees are in darr-raged. malfbrmed and in a senile stagc.Duringthe year 2017-18. l5 ha of
mixcd plantation have been raised under DMF Scheme and 4 ha mired plantation under CSR

Scheme. The average height of planted seedlings is 3.20 meler and CBH 15.0 cm in an average.

The nearesl lorest block is Pitamal RF. Thc vegetation of the nearest fbrest block is Dr1,

deciduous mixed forest cate-eorized as Eco Class-lll. ln Odisha. the mixed Plantation raised is

considered as Eco Class-l &ll (open Forest). The crop density is less than 30% i.e. all open

forest.

The applied area is not fbrrning a part of any Wildlif-e Sanctuary / National Park /
Protected Area. But, frequently u,ild elephant movement are noticed. The area is also not coming
tvithin Eco- Sersitive Zone of an1- Wildlif-e Sanctuary / National Park / Tiger Reserve. The fauna

noticed in the area are Wildlife like Barha (SLrs scrofa cristatus). Pati (Macaca mulatta rnulatta).

Hanuman (Presbytisentlellus entellus). Odha (Lutra perspicillata perspicillata), Gunduchimusa
(Funambulus Pennanti) and Musa (Rattus rattus rufescens) are seen in the forest land proposed

fbr diversion but their population is very' thin. Birds like Koili (E,udynamys scolopacea
scolopacea). Kubhati(Centropus sinensis Parroti).Kopata( Streptopelia decaocto decaocto).
Haldibasanta (Oriolus oriolus kundoo). Damara Kua (Curvas macrohyachos culmintatus) etc are

seen. Common reptiles and lizards like Dhanda sapa (Enhl,dris enhydris), Dharnana Sapa

(Elephe radiata). Chitti Sapa (Dendrelapliis ahaetulla). Rana Sapa (Bungarus caerLrleus), Naga

Sapa (Naga naja kothia). common garden lizards are seen in the area. Elephant movement is

fi'equently observed in the zone of impact of the project torvards Bagdihi stations i.e. 1o wards

Rourkela cnd (East rvard direction) of the Railrvay line.

6.Tree enumeratiott:

874 nLrnTbers of trees has been enulnerated. All trees ma1, be removed except those are

conring rvithirr Green belt over 13.449 ha. The area is situated near to Dhutra Rail Station and

Ultra Tech Cement plant (Jharsusuda Cement Works). Removal of trees / plantation (3 + vear



Old) ri'ill have an adversc cll'ect in tlre imrncdiate vicinitr'. The proposed Green belt ii,ill
arneliorate the climalc to sorne extent. Thc proposed Oil depot is a nonpollLrting indr"rstrr,.-l'he

environtretrtal e1-fect on the district rvill be balanced bl,irrproving the degraded fbrest land

selected at Village Talanrur,da about l5 km lrorn the sitc through Compensatory Aflforestation.
.l'he CA land has been sclected in the same district / division to maintain a balance o1'forest land

& environment. Thc tree enumeration list is enclosed asAnnexure-6 ol the DP.

7. Co mp e n s ot o ry Afforesl at i o n :

Against diversion of 97.85 acres or 39.599ha o1' lorcst land. for Compensatory

Afforestation purpose. Degraded Revenue Forcst land over an area 79.20 l'n (Trvice the area

proposed for diversion) has bcen provided b1'the Collector. Jharsuguda vidc letter no 8553/ Rev.

Dated 18.06.2020 at Village Talatnunda under LaikeraTahasil of District Jharsuguda (at

Annexure-7). Thc Kissanr of selected land is .Iungal i.e. "Patra Jungle/Gramya Jungle". The total
land is in three patches (Patch-l.ll & III). The CA Iand selected Patch-l & ll share Bhai

BahenBudhikuten RF has a common boundary. The Tahasildar. Laikera has furnished the land

schedule & map of CA land vide his letter no 961 dated 08.06.2020 attached as Annexure-8 of
the Diversion Proposal.

Then. the villagers of Talmunda have petition filed against the CA land identifled and

earmarked in Village Taltnunda of l.aikera Tahasil on dt.07.09.2020. In this connection. the

Collector & DM. Jharsuguda has been requested vide this of fice Ietter No.3583 d1.08.09.2020 fbr
settle the allegation as raised by the Villagers Talmunda. As per report of the Collector & DM.
Jharsuguda, some part of the identil'ied fbrest kisam land of Ac.195 dec. in mouza Talrnunda is

encroached upon lor cultivation by the villagers of Taln-runda. Encroachment case have been

booked against them and area under process. No l'orest right title under Forest Right Act in
regard to the land under encroachment as nell as Iand identified for the CA purpose is given to
anybodl'. Sincc the encroachers are using the land unauthorizedly for cultivation pr-rrpose, it is
ternporary in nature and as soon as the harvestin-s of the crops is cornpleted. the encroached land

rvill be made encroachment fiee and the same is underprocess. In this connection the Tahasildar,
Laikera has also been requested vide this o1fice letter No.4255l4F(Misc.) dt.14.10.2020 fbr
supply a certificate in the effect that tlre identifled /allotted land revenue forest land is free lrom
encroachment /encumbrances. The Tahasildar. Laikera has reported that the land is free 1'rom

encroachment vide his letter No.20l3 dt 09.11.2020. the said letler is enclosed in the Diversion
Proposal. As the site has a common boundary rvith the RF, it is suitable for management of both
flora & fauna.

Therefbre, it is proposed to have block plantation over 20.0 ha (@1600 plants / ha); ANR

@400 plants/ ha over 50.0 ha. Total. 52000 seedlings could be planted up against 79200 plants

reqLrired to be planted as per guidelines. The balance seedlings i.e. 27200 seedlings will be

planted up as per Working Plan prescription as block plantation over 68.0ha. The Corlpensatory

Afforestation Cost estirrated to be Rs.34789341,1-. The detail scheme attached in Annexure- 9

of the Diversion Proposal. The suitability certificate in Check list No 20 and cadastral map,

DGPS map and Topo map have been authenticated by the undersigned.
