JUSTIFICATION FOR LOCATING THE PROJECT IN FOREST AREA

The proposed road is a designated defence retated strategic border road (GS road) under category

of Nationat Highway Doubte Lane (NHDL) standard as per the notification of MoRT&H tetter no.

NH-12037/76l2004lSARDP-NE/NH-10 Vot-Vl dated 04 Jun 2007. The road originates from Hunti

town and ends at Km 138.00 at Anini. Total net length of the road 131.00 Km is proposed for

double lane and out of which 18.450 Km has been proposed to be reatigned due to sub mergence

by the upcoming NHPC hydro Project & Jindat Power hydro Project. The reatignment sections are

from Km 23.820 to Km 26.300, Km 26.850 to Km 33.860 and Km 106.200 to Km 108.500. The

reatignment between Km 54.600 to Km 61.050 is due to huge landstides and sinking zones. The

justifications of the Project are as under: -

(a)The road Meka-Roing-Hunti has been approved for construction/improvement to National
Doubte Lane specification, by MoRT&H under Distt Connectivity and Trans Arunachal Highway
Programme vide MoRT&H letter No. NH-12037176/2004/SARDP-NE/NH-10 Vot-Vl dated 04 Jun
2007.

(b)Construction of the road witl facitities socio-economic growth and overatl devetopment of the
area besides fulfil the strategic requirements of the Army/Paramititary forces deptoyed in the
border region.

(c) Emptoyment to [oca[ poputation shatl be generated due to construction of the doubte lane
road.

(d) Movement of heavy and
feasible on the proposed
project in the area.

The
road connects maintand to the North eastern border which is

strategicaIty very important road for enhancing the defense
potentiaI of the area. Atso many muttipurpose hydroetectric
power projects have been planned atong project road which
provides connectivity to dam site. This witts directty going to
enhance the productivity and devetopment of the society and
economic uptiftment.

2 Benefits to economy As stated in St. 1 above the road is purety strategic road meant for
defense purpose. However many muttipurpose hydroetectric
power projects inctuding of NHPC, JINDAL and RELIANCE have
been planned atong project road which provides connectivity to
dam site. The part of area experiences snow fatt which attracts
tourists. Detait economic appraisal has been done and found to be

economicatty viabte with EIRR more than the resource cost of
capital @ 12 %. Under worst sensitivity option (S3), The project
proposal yietds an EIRR of 19.00%. The viabitity anatysis has wetl
estabtished its strength in terms of economic return that stands
wetl in excess of the economic cost of the capitat investment
required. Hence the construction of the road witt facititate
economic growth of the area.
