TOUR REPORT

Introduction

The State Govi. forwarded the proposal fora Greenfield Airport near Kota Airport
in Rajasthan State.

A team of AAl officials comprising of Sh. Mohammed Tajuddin, GM (Plg.), Sh.
LD Mohanty, Jt.GM (ATM-FPD), Smt. Neerja Rathee, JT.GM (OPS.), Sh. T.K.
Gupta, JT.GM {CNS-P), Sh. AK. Lakra, JTGM (Arch.) 8h. Shekhar Kumar, Sr.
- Mgr.(Civil) along with state officials Sh. M.N.Agarwal (IAS Dist. Collector, Kota),
Sh. Vasudev Malawat, (Add. Dist. Magistrate, Kota), Sh. B.S. Palwat, (Secretary,
U.LT, Kota), Sh. Rajesh Joshi, Addt. Dist. Magistrate, Bundi), Sh. Porwal,
S.E.,PWD-Road & Building, Kota), Hemant Sharma, Exe. Engg (irrigation, Kota)
and Sh. Satish Jain, (DFO, Bundi) visited the proposed site on 22.08.2019.

1. EXISTING FACILITY AT KOTA AIRPORT

The existing Airport at Kota is having an area of 394.355 Acres. The Runway 08
! 26 is having dimension of 1207 m. X 38 m. The Runway 26 threshold is
displaced by 76 m. and the effective length of the Runway is 1131 m. X 38 m.
suitable for DO-228 (Code-B) type of Aircraft in all-weather conditions. The
existing Apron can accommodate 2 nos. DO-228 type of Aircraft in Power in
Power out configuration. The existing Terminal building is having an area of 400
sq.m. that can handie 50 peak hour passengers. Presently there is no flight
operation from Kota Airport. The existing State road is abutting to existing Airport
boundary wall on eastern and western side. Habitation has developed around
the airport and the airport is part of the Kota city now, due to which acquisition
of further land is not economically feasible. Due to these factors, there is no
further scope for expansion of the existing Airport.

2. Site Inspection

The AAl team visited on 22-8-2019 to the proposed sites identified by State Govt.
The State Govt. shown 2 adjacent pockets of land abuiting to the National .

Highway no.-12. It is 15 km. from Kota town and 40 km. from Bundi City located
in Tilsi and Kethura village of Tlera Tehsil of Bundi district. The major portion of
the land is barren reserved forest land.

The first pocket identified by State Govt. is marked as A’ in the drawing and the__ o

dimension of the pocket is 3449 m. X 1239 M. (Approx) The other pocket
marked as "B’ is having plot dimension of 4925 m. X 1542 M. (Approx.). Land
Details of both pockets are as follows: -

Both pockets are spread east-west direction and gradually sloping towards west
direction. Burdha Dam is sntuated on Talera River, which is a tributary of
Chambel River. Maximum water level in the dam is 270. 50 metres and top of
bank level is 271.88 metres. The Talera River from the bund/weir of the Burdha
Dam is crassing at 3km on west side of the proposed site, The Dam is situated
abuiting to the proposed site on south-west side: It restricts the site for further
extension towards west direction.:National Highway is abuiting to the proposed
site is on eastern side. '

Kota Thermal Power Plant is Iocated at 12 km approx on east side of proposecl
site with Chimney height 180 M. (Google Earth data)

Atomic Power Plantis located at 40 KM. approx. on south west side of proposed
site.

Army helicopter landing strip and Field Firing Range are located near Kota city
{south-east side)

Vedanta engineering college is located just at proposed site near north east
corner.

Mukundra Tiger Hills Reserve is located on south east side and is at an aerial
distance of 15 km approx. from the proposed site. (Google Earth data)

Power Crid Transmission lines are located on east side of proposed site as well
as running along extreme boundary wall of the proposed site for half-length of
proposed site and one row of Transmission line crossing across the proposed
site from north to south direction.

The terrain of proposed site is sloping from east to west i.e. from NH-12 towards
Dam side with level difference of 13 m approx.

As intimated by lrrigation Dept. Officials of Bundi District, Proposed Site at
Pocket B, is outside the outer line of submergence area of the Bardha Dam.
Google map showing FProposed site, Atomic Power Flant, Kota Thermal plant,
Mukundra Tiger Hills Reserve, Vedanta College and Burdha Dam is attached as
Annexure-1.

4. Proposal:
Afterthe initial site inspection, on examination it is observed that extent of pocket

‘A’ is insufficient for making Greenfield Airport. The extent of pocket "B’
however, is sufficient for development of a Greenfield Airport.

The proposed site "B' as shown in the enclosed Draft Master Plan (placed on file
as Annexure-2) presently can be developed for aerodrome reference code
4C. However, land is available for clearances to cater for higher category and
upgrading as and when required. The land area of pocket ‘B' is 1862 Acres
(Approx.). The Ground Elevation of the proposed site is 275.m. AMSL having.
maximum undulation of about 13 mts. The Runway is proposed with dimension
3681 m. X 45 m suitable for A-321-200 type of Aircraft. Other infrastructure like
Parallel. Taxi Track, Apron, Terminal buiiding, ATC Complex; Fire Station Cat-
VI, Cargo~facilties, Maintenance and Logistic, Catering ~Setvices, Airport
Security and General Aviation can be developed in the proposed site 'B' The
approach to site will be from National Highway as the site is abutting to it. The
pocket “A' as shown in the draft master plan is 1236 Acres (Approx.). This area
can be kept as reserve for future cityside development of the Airport.

8. Airspace and Obsiacies:

The Runway orientation appears to be 11/29 considering the land availability in
the direction of NW/SE. In Figure 3, it is also observed that there is no significant
natural terrain within 30NM of the proposed Runway. The Wind Rose diagram
provided by MET Department also indicates 11/29 orientation seems to be
suitable.

However, accurate assessment of the orientation, alignment & declared
distances of the Runways in the proposed site suitable for the aircraft operations
" shall be finalized only after study of OLS Survey.

8. Constraints

The major constraints are mentioned below

¢ Bardha Dam is situated on Talera River and the Talera River from the
bund Aweir of the Dam is crossing at 3 km. on west side of the proposed
site.

o National Highway no. 12 is on eastern side abutting to the proposed site.

+ Kota Thermal Power Plant is located at a distance of 12 km. on east side
of proposed site with Chimney height of 180 m.

= Atomic Power Plant is iocated at a distance of 40 km. on south west side
of proposed site.

¢ Army helicopter landing strip and fie!d Firing Range are located near Kota
city on south-east side.

« Vedanta Engineering college is located just near the proposed site.

« Mukundra Tiger HiIIs Reserve is located on south-east side and isat 15
km from the proposed site. Forest Dept.(Wildlife), Govt. of Rajasthan to
suggest mitigation measures/further action regarding affected eco-
sensitive zones, if any.

s As intimated by Irrigation Dept. Officials of Bundi District, Proposed Site
at Pocket B, is outside the outer line of submergence area of the Bardha
Dam and approval of the Chief Engg. Irrigation Dept., Govt. of Rajasthan
is required.



o Power Grid Transmission lines are located on east side of

The Instrument
Approach Procedure for the tentative Runway direction 11/29 appears to
be feasible subject to OLS Survey, finalization of Runway Direction and
declared distances. The site survey, OLS survey to be carried out and
constraints to be resolved before taking final decision on the project.

A. EXISTING KOTA AIRPORT

The Existing Airport at Kota has an area of 447.24 Acres. The Runway 08 / 26
with a dimension of 1207 m. X 38 m is displaced by 76 m on 26 side and the
effective length of the Runway is 1131 m. X 38 m. The Airport is suitable for
DO-228 (Code-B) type of Aircraft in all-weather conditions.

The existing Terminal building has an area of 400 sq.m. which has a peak hour
handling capacity of 50 passengers. Presently there is no scheduled flight
operations from Kota Airport.

Habitation has developed around the airport and the airport is part of Kota city
now, due to which acquisition of further land is not economically viable.
Hence, there is no scope for expansion of the existing Airport.

B. GREENFIELD AIRPORT PROPOSAL

Considering very limited scope for development of existing airport due to all
around urbanization and fairly consistent demand for air travel from & to Kota,
State Govt. has identified suitable land for development of Greenfield airports
for A-321 type of aircraft near District Bundi.

AAl has conducted a pre-feasibility report for the Greenfield airport.
Accordingly, the State Govt. was being requested to hand over the required
land free of cost and free from all encumbrances, for the establishment of the
Greenfield Airport.

Further, GoR vide letter dt. 08.12.2020 requested AAl to revise the
requirement of land.

Accordingly, on 12.02.2021, AAI, CHQ team visited the proposed site and later
on met DM Kota District Administration mailed a revised revenue map to AAl,
CHQ for making revised proposal.

Based on State Govt request to revise the proposal, letter has been sent to
Chief Secretary, GoR on 02.09.2021 with request to acquire 1250 acres of land
and handover the same free of cost and free of all encumbrances, for
development of Greenfield Airport at Bundi, Kota.
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C. ABOUT BUNDI DISTRICT

The district takes its name from a narrow valley called Bunda-ka-nal, Bunda
was grandfather of the last Meena Chieftain jaita, from whom Rao Dev
conquer this territory in 1242 A.D.

He created the city of Bundi in the Center of Bunda-ka-nal and renamed it as
“Haravati” (abode of Haras). Later, Haras acquired more territory lying under
Haras was now known as Haroti (or Haravati), their Kings continued to be
called Rao of Bundi, during Jahangir’s reign Kota was made into a separate
state.

However, the region comprising of two separate states of Bundi and Kota
continued to be known as Haroti. All the territory of the former Bundi State
was retained as one unit when the State joined the Rajasthan union in 1948.

D. TOPOGRAPHY AND CLIMATE

The territory may be described as an irregular rhombus, traversed throughout
its whole length form south west to north east by a double link of hills
constitution the Central Bundi range, which divides the district into two almost
equal portions. For many miles the precipitation scrap on the southern face of
the is range forms an almost barrier between the plain region on either side.
There are four passes namely, one at the town of Bundi, through which runs
the road from Deoli to Kota another little farther to the east near jai niwas,
through which the direct road to Tonk passes, a third between Ramgarh and
Khatgarn, where the river cuts channel for itself and the fourth near Lakheri in
the north — east.

The area is generally dry except during the monsoon or winter rains. 98% of
the rain fall is received during the monsoons. The rain fall during January and
February is usually restricted to a few showers. The normal annual rainfall is
72.41% Cms. The temperature stats to fall rapidly in November and falls to a
minimum of 3.C in January. The mean daily temperature is above 252 C. The
Hottest month is May when the maximum temperature shoots up-to 462 C.
Therefore, climatically the best period is from October to February. The
average relative humidity is generally about 60 percent.

i MINERALS AVAILABILITY

The most important mineral resources of Bundi are limestone and sandstone.
The limestone deposits cater to one of the oldest cement plant of state at
Lakheri. However most of the deposits are marginal cement grade and also fall
in forest. Other minerals include silica sand, marble, iron, clay etc.

ii. FORESTS IN BUNDI

The total area under forests according to forest department is 143089 Hectare
which 24.13% percent of the total area. The hills in the district are covered
with shrup forest mostly consisting of Dhak, Kjplra, Khari, Mahua, Khirana,
Churail and Tendu, However the hills and flat ridges do not support good forest
growth. During the dry season, the country sides give a bare and desolate look.

iii. GREENFIELD AIRPORT FEATURES

The Airport is being planned Phase-wise. Each subsequent phase will be taken
up based on demand expected and witnessed at the Airport. Initially, the
Airport will be developed for Phase-1 which is expected to serve smoothly till
the year 2034-45.

Govt. of Rajasthan in co-ordination with AAl, has to remove or reduce the
height of identified manmade obstacles including trees, HT/LT power lines,
water / gas pipelines and diversion of road, if passing through development
area and approach funnel area. This has to be coordinated with ATM
Directorate and obstacle survey is to be completed before commencement of
the project to avoid displacement of Runway threshold at a later date.
