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The population at both the end of the proposed road is
already been connected by the existing road of “lanji-
kheragad road” so the purpose of this road is not clear.
Further, it is seen in the KML that there is no
population being benefited along the proposed
alignment. So the un-necessary break up of the forest
land and felling of 244 trees can be avoided.The
comment of the concerned DFO shall be submitted in
this regard with detailed justification for road because
the justification provided is not satisfactory.
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The DFO may also submit the status of road as per the

approved working plan.
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The total area of various proposals in this region is
more than 40-00 ha in consolidation in the sae
division and by the same agency therefore it is better
to have the site visit report of the concerned CF/CCF
for better understanding of the area and the
requirement of the road.
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The comment of CWLW shall be submitted.
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The ara proposed for CA alos includes area provided
for other proposals that can created confusion in near
future when monitoring of the area will be planned.
Therefore it is suggested to have separate proposal
wise CA scheme and KML file with propoer

demarcation in such cases shall be submitted/
uploaded.
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l Status of clearance of Wildlife needs to be submitted.
