1} District City collector Mumbai has issued FRA certificate for diversion of forest land.

2) lustification for the present location of Dharavi station at Dharvai T junction on Mahim
- Sion link road is already given in our earlier letter dated 15.11.2016. However, as per
the discussion held during the meeting on 22.11.2016, this is to inform that two
alternate locations (option 1 Dharavi and option 2 Dharavi) for Dharavi station were
considered.

The option 1 of Dharavi station is located at the junction of 60ft road and
Mahim Sion link road. In this option, the temporary space required for mobilisation of
the construction machinary is in ecologically sensitive area. In addition to this, it also
requires demolition of large number of building infrastructure for station allied
facilities. Hence, this option is not considered.

The Option 2 this is located at Dharavi T Junction on Mahim - Sion link road
towards Sion. Thus option involves clearing of mangroves, reclamation of water body
and demolition of building infrastructure. Hence, this option is not considered.

The present location of Dharavi station Dharavi T Junction on Mahim - Sion link
road towards Mahim. Though part of station activities are located in ecologically

O tand for project work beiongs to Forest Department and c!earance from the same is being

s processed and approval is expected soon, The said site is jointly inspected and it is found

that the said portion of land #& plain and there: are no mangroves. Also since there is no

habitation of vanwasi on the said-land, there is no issue of éeﬁlement of their rights. In

case of any habitation of vanwasi, the Collector's Office has to settle their rights. At the
proposed locatfon. in Dharavi there are no mangroves.

As per planning, the work will be started after monsoon and it will take approx. 4 to
4 % years to complete the civil work. The civil work will be carried out in phase-wise
manner in three phases.

O For muck disposal, M.M.R.C.L. have identified the location at Waliv Gaon near Vasai.

The temporary land will be handed over back to the Forest Department “As it is in the
current position”. -If there are any suggestion from concerned depaﬂmpnt; MM.R.C.L, will

check the feasibilty accordingly, .
