Three alternative sites (marked as ‘A’, ‘B’ & ‘C’ on toposheet) were examined and
found unsuitable in comparison to presently finalized site.
Site ‘A’ — The dam line is between villages Chauridadar and Chhitakhudri. The site
found unsuitable due to following reasons:
1. Yield and Live capacity is being reduced.
2. Valuable agriculture land of villages Satanjhir, J aitpuri, Bhanpur, Khamariya,
Jaldhara was coming under submergence.
Site ‘B’ — The dam line is between villages Biltukri and Bamhani. The site found
unsuitable due to following reasons:
1. Two numbers villages namely Chhitakhudri & Bamhani are coming
completely under submergence causing costly expenditure of R&R plan.
2. Part of Bamhani to Harduli road is also coming under submergence.
3. Two numbers Saddle Dams will also be required.
Site ‘C’ — The dam line is between villages Majhgawan and Bhainswahi
found unsuitable due to following reasons:
1. Two numbers villages namely Chhitakhudri & Bamhani are still com
submergence causing costly expenditure of R&R plan.
2. Length of Dam will be more and thus causing costly earthwork . Eer.
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3. Levels not permitting to irrigate the,focused command area.
Suitability of Present Site — The dam line is between villages Biltukri and
Chhitakhudri. The site found suitable & selected due to following reasons:

1. Property submergence is minimum as only one village namely Chhitakhudri is

coming under submergence.

2. Minimum dam length and thus causing lesser quantity of earthwork in
comparison to other proposals.

3. Optimized yield with no saddle dam requirements and levels permitting as per
the need of focused command area.
