Road and Infrastructure area has been planned in non-coal bearing area beyond
the in-crop limit of Seam |. The existing land use of area beyond the Seam | in-
crop, is forest land in majority, only some patch of non-forest land is available
which has already been considered for road and infrastructure purpose.
