This has reference to seeking information / Clarifications / documents w.r.t shortcomings noticed by
MOoEFCC in respect of the above proposal. The reply to shortcomings is prepared and is given below
for kind perusal please.

- violation. Further, the production & dispatch of
iron ore from Donimalai Iron Ore Mine

(M.L.No0.2396) started from 01.10.1977. To prove

the same, a copy of the certified audit report for

the year 1977-78 is enclosed as Annexure-1.
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Annexure-2 for your ready reference please.

In addition, the details of royalty paid for the year
1977-78 to 1979-80 are also enclosed as

Also, the fixed asset card statement of the said Ore
dressing plant is enclosed as Annexure-3.

The details of D&D charges paid to Forest
Department are enclosed in the Annexure-4.

(ii)a

The NMDC has not submitted the
proposal for so long and continued
activities for almost 45 years without
due permission which in violation of
FCA 1980. The state government is
requested to provide the justification
and reason for not taking any action
as per the prevalent laws and rules and
delay in applying for ex-post facto
approval.

The proposal for regularization of 99.868 Ha
where infrastructural facilities have been
established prior to FC Act 1980 was discussed in
various meetings held by Forest Department.

As per the discussions, the project has initially
submitted the proposal for regularization of 194
Ha (including intermittent patches between
infrastructure) in the year 2016 and later on the
area was revised to 235.648 Ha as per directives
of Forest Department.

In view of the above, action was not taken against
the NMDC as the company is already in process
of regularization. Prior to that State Government
is receiving the D&D charges as and when
demanded for the total broken area of 96.87Ha.

(i)b

The ancillary activities being carried
out by the user agency in violation of
the FCA 1980, could have been
stopped by the authorities until the
regularization/ ex-post facto approval
is granted. The State Government
may comment why no such action has
been initiated by the concerned
authorities or may be initiated till the
approval of ex-post facto approval.

The area of 96.87Ha (built-up area) was broken
before the commencement of the FC Act, 1980
and NMDC is paying the D&D charges for the
broken area as when demanded by the forest
department. The interlocked forest land area was
not disturbed in any mean from the inception of
the mine i.e.1977 to present date. Hence, State
Government has not taken any action against the
NMDC.

In the year 2011, CEC surveyed all the mines of
the Ballari-Hospet region and Categorized
Donimalai Iron Ore Mine as Category A and
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India vide judgement
order dated 5/8/20211 allowed NMDC alone to
operate it’s mines Donimalai and Kumaraswamy
to the extent of providing one million tonnes per
month commencing from 6/8/2011 till further
orders.

(ii)c

It is not clear that the additional area
proposed for diversion is for which
type of site-specific activities. The
state government is requested to
provide the rationale w.r.t the site
specificity of the proposed additional
diversion of 138.78Ha of forest land.

NMDC is operating highly mechanized Iron Ore
Mine at Donimalai hill top in the sanctioned lease
area of 608 Ha (level ranging from 1041mRL to
967mRL). The activities in the lease area are
drilling, blasting, excavation, transportation
through haul roads, crushing only.

NMDC has not proposed any additional area for
fresh diversion.

They have already created other ancillary
activities related to mining such as Screening
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plant, loading plant, tailing dam, stores, including
approach roads etc. outside mining lease for
dispatch of ore through railway wagons. The
crushed iron ore of minus 150mm size is
transported through downhill conveyor for further
processing in Screening plant. The iron ore
products from screening plant are transported
through conveyor system to loading plant where
mechanized loading facilities are available for
transportation of ore through railway wagons.
These are in-direct site-specific activities related
to mining.

The above facilities are barest and required for any
highly mechanized mine to operate at the level of
7 million tons per annum.

The actual area where already infrastructure
facilities created was 96.868 Ha which is located
in 18 no.s of patches.

Hence, Forest Department was advised to NMDC
for inclusion of intermittent areas of 135.78Ha
between infrastructural facilities and left over area
between various patches subject to condition that
NMDC will not disturb / break the areas for any
fresh diversion and areas shall be improved with
tree density.

In case, if forest department only divert 96.87Ha
(the built-up area), it would be next to impossible
for Forest department to monitor these patches of
land locked virgin forest area in between these
structures as they are very scattered. Hence, it was
decided to divert the virgin forest land too with the
built-up area with a straight condition that user
agency should not be allowed to utilize/degrade/
broke that area and plantation/ afforestation/
conservation would be taken to enhance and
conserve that area with consent of Forest
department. On the said terms, user agency had
also given the undertaking.

In addition to that, the land locked virgin forest
area of 138.778 Ha could not be diverted to any
other agency as it is land locked and in utilization
of NMDC Itd. Hence, entire patch comprising of
built-up area of 96.87Ha and virgin land locked
forest area of 138.778Ha proposed for diversion in
this regularization proposal. This large chunk of
land of 235.648Ha would be much easier for
regular inspection and user agency would only
utilize the existing built-up area of 96.87Ha along
with conservation and enhancement activities in
the virgin forest land. The decision was beneficial
for user agency as well as forest department.
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(iii)

The FRA 2006 certificate uploaded is
not complete as per this Minstry’s
guidelines and more over the copy of
the DC certificate uploaded in the
PARIVESH portal is not legible.
Therefore, the State Govt. is
requested to submit the complete
compliance of FRA 2006 as per the
Ministry guidelines.

The FRA complete certificate (form-II) is issued
by the DC, Ballari as per the MoEF, Gol letter no.
12-/2018-19-FC(pt.) dated 18"® January, 2019
(refer Annexure-5).

The State Govt. is submitting complete compliance
of FRA, 2006 as per the Ministry guidelines.
(Enclosed as Annexure-6).

(iv)

The CCF in part-Il has recommend
that the proposal for seeking post
facto approval of diversion of
96.868Ha (revised from 235.648Ha)
of forest land but the subject of the
proposal forwarded and approved by
State Government that ex-post facto
approval for diversion of 235.648 Ha
(revised from 96.868 Ha) of forest
land outside mining lease area
(M.L.No0.2396) of Donimalai. In this
regard the State Govt. is requested to
clarify.

Initially, NMDC Ltd. submitted proposal for
regularization of 194Ha in the year 2016.

Later, the area of the proposal has revised to
235.648Ha by including the virgin forest land. A
After further development in the proposal and on
the recommendations of Forest department, the
area has been further revised from 235.648 Ha to
96.87 Ha by excluding the virgin forest land
locked area of 138.778Ha.

In the year 2020, based on discussion and meeting
with the Nodal Officer, the proposal area further
revised from 96.87 Ha to 235.648 Ha by including
the virgin forest land locked area.

This finalized area has been processed in the forest
department and finally the State Government
recommended ex-post facto approval for
diversion of 235.648 Ha (revised from 96.868 Ha)
of forest land outside mining lease area
(ML.No.2396).

In this regard, it is to state that the extent of
proposal area has been worked out many times
and finally it is decided that the land locked area
should be in possession with user agency and they
would not disturb/degrade the same. They may
conserve the area by taking forestry/afforestation
work with the approval of forest officials.

Hence, user agency requested to consider the
finalized area of 235.648Ha for ex-post facto
approval under the FC Act, 1980 with a condition
that the built-up area would be 96.87Ha and
interlocked virgin forest area of 138.778 Ha would
not be disturbed/ degrade and moreover conserved
by forestry operations.

From maps and google earth it is
observed that there are big chunks of
forest land included in the area
proposed for diversion which is not
actually required by the User Agency
i.e. 138.778Ha (235.648-96.87Ha). In
this regard the State Govt. is
requested to rework on the proposal

As stated in the pt no. (ii)C, the land locked virgin
forest area of 138.778Ha would not be utilized by
the user agency whereas the land locked area
could not be given to other user agency for any
developmental activities as it is land locked and
the adjoining areas are in the possession of the
NMDC Litd.
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for additional diversion and forest
land actually required for ex-post-
facto approval.

The ex-post facto approval is seeking for only
96.868Ha where already infrastructure is
established. The interlocked area of 138.778 Ha
between infrastructure facilities is for fresh
diversion subject to condition that no non-forest
activity shall be undertaken by NMDC.

(vi)

The State Govt. may also offer its
comments on how the management of
the forest area (138.778Ha) will be
better when the forest land will be in
possession of the User agency instead
of Forest department.

As stated in the pt no. (ii)c & (v), the possession
of 138.778 Ha would be with the user agency and
they are not allowed to degrade/disturb the said
area whereas they are allowed to improve the
forest area by taking up afforestation and forestry
work with prior approval of forest officials.

From Forest department point of view, if we
proceed only with the built-up area of 96.87Ha
comprising may patches which seems to be very
difficult to manage and conserve the virgin area of
138.778Ha.

If the land locked area would be given to user
agency, the total area would be a single patch and
much easier for monitoring and management
angle. User agency would have possession of
138.778Ha but they are not allowed to carry out
any of non-forestry works. While they will be
allowed to allow to carry out afforestation and
conservation work with the prior approval of
forest officials.

The user agency will also pay CA and NPV
charges for 138.778Ha forest land which shall be
utilized for management of forest.
