Observations/Findings of the Field Inspection:

The Banhardi Coal block mining proposal encompasses an area of 1467.42
hectares. Of this, 952.10 hectares are non-forest land, while 515.32 hectares
are forest land (497.02 hectares are notified forest land and 18.3 hectares
are Jungle Jhari forest land, classified as deemed forest land).

The project area spans in 9 villages, namely Banhardi, Bari, Barwadih,
Rampur, Surli, Tota, Ate, Jagaldaga&Sabano on forest and non-forest areas
of Latehar&Chandwa forest ranges of Latehar Forest Division

The proposed block is not located within any protected area as per the
Wildlife Protection Act, 1972, nor is it part of any tiger reserves or Eco-
Sensitive Zones of any National Parks/Wildlife Sanctuaries.

The terrain of the area is undulating and susceptible to soil erosion.

Local villagers and forest officials reported that species such as nilgai,
barking deer, hyena etc. use the project area and its surroundings as their
habitats.

Several streams (nalas) traverse through the expanse of the proposed project
area and its neighboring environs. These vital waterways serve as a crucial
resource for the local wildlife. The advent of mining operations is anticipated
to exert a deleterious effect, significantly diminishing the water availability in
these streams and thereby adversely impacting the water supply in addition
to the habitat loss for the wild animals residing within and around the
project vicinity.

The land proposed for the project is part of the catchment area of the
Auranga River.

There are no archaeological or heritage sites present at the project location.

The user agency has not initiated any non-forestry activities on the proposed
forest land.

Reccomendation Note by the Consevator of Forest, Medininagar
Territorial Circle, Palamau for the Forest Diversion Proposal [Proposal
No. FP/JH/MIN/147316/2021)

Based on the facts documented in Part-I by the user Agency, along with the
inspection and recommendation notes from the Divisional Forest Officer of
Latehar Forest Division, the diversion of 515.32 hectares of forest land for
the proposed Banhardi Coal Mining Project in Latehar District is
recommended. This recommendation is subject to the fulfilment of the
following mitigating and compensating measures, in addition to the payment
of the Net Present Value and implementation of Compensatory Afforestation
in lieu of forest diversion.

1. The initiation of open-cast mining operations in the region poses a
substantial threat to the streams originating from the adjacent hills
and forests. These operations could severely compromise the water
resources and potentially lead to a water crisis in the future, thereby
affecting the fragile ecosystem. Open-cast mining operations
undermine the functional capacity of streams and cause irrevocable
damage to the riverine ecosystem. Therefore, a comprehensive
Catchment Area Treatment (CAT) Plan is essential to mitigate the
adverse impacts of proposed mining.

2. Prior to initiating mining activities, a specialized agency should
undertake a study to assess wildlife and its habitat vulnerability
within a 10-kilometer radius of the project area, considering the
potential negative impacts of the operations. Based on the study's
findings, a Comprehensive Wildlife Management Plan shall be
prepared and implemented at the project's expense to ensure the
protection of the area's biodiversity, wildlife, and their habitats.

3. Fifty percent (50%) of the total Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR)
fund specific to this project should be allocated for the development of
wildlife and its habitat. This allocation should be carried out under
the guidance and supervision of the State Forest Department,
represented by the concerned Divisional Forest Officer (DFO).
