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As far as the conditions imposed by Government of India while delisting these areas are
concerned, these conditions are in the nature of restrictions on change of land use and similar
conditions are being enforced across the State by the State Government through different
departments, which have jurisdiction and legal mandate in regulating land use. After discussion

it was decided that Department of Local Government will take action in respect of these
conditions within the limits of Local bodies, if such delisted areas fall in their jurisdictions,
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Department of Town Planning will do the same for the delisted areas situated outside the

limits of Local Bodies in the State However any legal action as may arise in order to deal with

the concerned State Government Department (such as Local Government, Town and Country
Planning, Housing & Urban Development, Department of Industry & Commerce, Department of
Rural Development & Panchayats, Department of Revenue, Science Technology & Environment,
etc.) under whose mandate such action is required to be taken will be responsible for taking

such legal action.
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
