PREAMBLE:

The Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 has been amended in 2006, and a
separate chapter (Chapter IVB) has been provided, which interalia,
provides for constituting the National Tiger Conservation Authority
(NTCA), its powers and functions, reporting requirements, constitution of
State /evel Steering Commilttees, preparation of Tiger Conservation Plan,
- explanation regarding the core or critical tiger habitat and the buffer or
perjpheral areas of a tiger reserve and establishment of the Tiger
Conservation Foundation. The said amendment came into force with
effect from 4 of September, 2006. The above statutory provisions have
been incorporated to strengthen tiger conservation in the country vis-d-
vis the urgent recommendations of the Tiger Task Force constituted by
the National Board for Wildlife. The purpose of this Protocol is to
facilitate the State Forest Departments to carry out village relocation
from notified core/critical tiger habitats, in compliance of the relevant
provisions of the Wildlife (Protection) Act. 1972, read with the Scheduled
Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest
Rights) Act, 2006, while complying with the earlier advisorles issued in
this regard,

1. BACKGROUND

1.1. The tiger continues to remain one of the most endangered large
predators in the world. Based on scientific empirical data and
simulation results for a viable tiger population, it has been
established that a minimum inviolate area of 800-1200 sq.km. is
required for a viable population of tiger (20 breeding tigresses).
An ecologically sensitive zone (buffer, coexistence area, multiple
use area) of 1000-3000 sq.km. is required around this inviolate
space -for sustenance. of dispersal age tigers, surplus breeding age
tigers and old displaced tigers. Together with the core area, this -

- would sustain the dynamics of source-sink while sustamlng a
population of 75-100 tigers.  The scientific simulation résults have
been provided in the ‘Guidelines for Preparation of Tiger
Conservation Plan’ issued by the NTCA (Technical Document:
NTCA/01/07), which constitute the scientific criteria for identifying

the core/cntucal tiger habitats.

(Protection) Act, 1972, read with section 4(2) (a) to (f) of the

Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers

4.6. The above provisions laid down in the Wildlife (Protection) Act,
1972 (section 38V), subsequent to the 2006 amendment are
specific to tiger conservation, and are not only compatible but

_more stringent than the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional
Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006.

4.7. Under the .revised Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger

(2008), two options have been given to people:

Option-I: Payment of Rs. 10 lakhs per family in case the

District level Implementing Committee, as Indicated at para
4.2.4. of the Guldelines Issued from Project Tlger/NTCA

deciding the ‘cut off date’ vis-a-vis the definition' of the ‘family’
provided in the Guidelines (Advisory No. 3-1/2003-PT dated

6.1.2.9. The valuation of the recognised rights/assets of the villagers to
be relocated must be obtained from the District Collector. '
6.1.2.10. The Field Director should submit a Village Relocation Proposal
~ (VRP) to the National Tiger Conservation Authority/Project Tiger -
- for funding support, through the Chief Wildlife Warden/State
Government. The format for a VRP document is detailed in

6.2. Field implementation

6.2.1.Once the VRP is approved for cehtral assistance under Project
Tiger and the options are decided, the following steps may be
ensured:

Option-I (payment of the entire package amount of Rs. 10 lakhs
per familﬂ — '

6.2.1.1. On recelpt of central assistance under Project Tiger vis-a-vis the
relocation proposal sent by the Field Director, the funds should
* be deposited in the account of the District Collector and a joint
savings bank account must be opened for each beneficiary /

family with a deposit of Rs. 10 lakh each. '
6.2.1.2. In case of forest villagers having no tenurial rights, two bank
~accounts should be opened for each family viz., a savings
account -with a deposit of Rs. 1 lakh, and a joint savings
account with the District Collector for an amount of Rs. 9 lakhs.
. Out of the latter, a minimum amount of Rs. 3 lakhs should be
earmarked as a fixed deposit for a period of three years to
- ensure interest payment to the. relocated villagers. On
production of documentary evidence by the villagers (within a
prescribed - time - period) relating to proposal for acquiring
immovable property / agriculture land, funds should be made
available to the seller from the joint savings account after due
verification ‘by the District level Committee through a Demand
- Draft, which-should be mentioned in the sale agreement. The

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balance amount, if any, In the joint savings account, alongwith
the interest accrued, should be transferred to the savings
account of the villager / beneficlary.

6.2.1.3. In case of revenue villages, the following two options are
suggested under option-I: :

Option A

In case, the villagers through the Gram Sabha agree for
receiving a payment of Rs. 10 lakhs per family (inclusive of the
valuation for their assets), then the said amount would be
deposited in the name of the beneficiary (a joint account with
spouse in case of a married individual).

Option B

In case, the villagers through the Gram Sabha do not agree for
the above (option A) and demand due compensation for their
assets then the following may be adopted: '

- Compensating the beneficiaries in proportion to the assets
as per valuation done by the Collector.

- Distributing the balance amount equally to all eligible
families / beneficiaries.

The shortfall, if any, of compensatibn amount in proportion to
the assets will be met by the State Government.

6.2.1.4. 2 hectares of agriculture land should be provided per family.
: In case revenue land iIs not available for this purpose,
diversion of degraded forest land may be obtained after due
_ clearance under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980.
6.2.1.5. Payment of compensation for the assets owned by individual
' family should be done based on the evaluation, amounting -

to 30% of the total package of Rs. 10 lakhs.
6.2.1.6. In case the amount for compensation for such assets
, covering the entire village exceeds 30% of the package,
then the balance amount should be provided through

funding support from the State Government.

The Palamau Tiger Reserve was notified in _1974 as one of India’s
established unde% Project Tiger. It is located in the western part of‘ the Chhotanagpur Plﬁy
and spans an-area of 1129.93 km? comprising the Palamau Wildlife Sanctuary (979.27 km?)
and Betla National Park (226.32 km?) is spread over the districts of Latehar and Garhwa 1n
Jharkhand.

The Core/ Critical Tiger Habitat of Palamau Tiger Reserve was notified by Govt. of J harkh;ltl‘d
vide Notification No. Wildlife-23/07-6589 dated 31-12.2007 in an area of 414.08- sq. Km. The
biotic interference in the CTH leads to degradation of habitat quality, water quah.ty and pos_e(si
threat to communicable diseases.

herbivores, which have led to severe decline of ungulates in South Division over the ye:]ars. iIll
these villages are shifted out of Core area, an inviolate area of 300 sq. km of 30000 ha w
become completely free of biotic interference. :

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Lack of amenities such as drinking water, metalled roads, Pucca Houses

Kujrum and Latu has agreed to get resettled voluntarily by accepting compensation packages
offered by government. The voluntary resettlement will bring a major leap in their living
conditions and economic security. People of Kujrum and Latu have chosen resettlement sites
at Polpol in Palamu District and Lai-Pailapatthal in Latehar district respectively. Polpol
resettlement site is situated at at a distance of 15 km from Daltonganj on SH-9 and only 1.5 km
from NH- 75. Similarly, Lai-Pailapatthal resettlement site is situated at 1 km from Sarju, where
a block office is coming up in some time nearby. It is also along road connecting Garu-Sarju
to Latehar headquarter. Once these villages are resettled successfully at these sites, people of
these villages will benefit due to vicinity of district and block headquarters in terms of more
employment opportunities, wage rates, education facilities, medical facilities etc. Also as per
guidelines issued by NTCA regarding voluntary relocation, people of these villages are to be
given priority in any employment generated in Tiger reserve. Hence, people of these villages
wild be considered on priority basis for employment generated in tourism activities, protection
activities etc.

Voluntary resettlement of these villages will add 300 sq. km of inviolate area to the tiger
reserve, which would act as breeding habitat for around 30 tigers. Currently, in village Kujrum
a total of 160 ha. and in Latu 130 ha. of Critical Tiger Habitat is under non forestry use. Apart
form carrying out cultivation, CTH is being used for making cattle sheds, play grounds,
meeting grounds, storage of fuel wood, cattle feed etc. Cattle kept by these villages graze in
almost all over Palamau Tiger Reserve. These cattle contaminate the waterhole with wallowing
and left them not fit to be used by wild animals. They also pose major health risk to the wild
animals due to contagious diseased they spread. On the other hand, due to presence of humans
in every corer of Core Area, there is always chance of poaching of wild animals for meat and
animal articles. People have made pathways in every comer of Core area for fuelwood and
mahua collection, which disturb wild animals when used by people. A major threat to wild
animals is due to annual forest fires, which are invariably always put on by these villagers for
mahua collection. Resettling of these villages outside core area would address these threats in

one go.
Hence resettlement will serve the interests of people as well as wild animals.
