MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 

Made on this 26th day of October, 2012 among 

Department of Telecommunications, Government of Indla (hereinafter referred to as 
Central Government) under the administrative control of Ministry of Communications& 
ntormation Technology having its ofice at Room no. 319, Santchar Bhawan, Ashoka Hoad, 
Delhi - 110117 (hereinafter refered to as "DoT" which expression shal unless repugnant to 

the context or meaning thereof include its administrators, successors and assigns) of the 
First Part, 

AND 

Bharat Broadband Network LImited, a company incorporated under the provisians of the 
Companies Act, 1956 and having its registered oftice at Sanchar Bhawan, New Delhi 
(hereinafter reterred to as "BBNL" which expression shal, unless repugnant to the context or 
meaning thereof, include its successors and assigns ) of the second Part 

AND 

Government of Uttarakhand (hereinafter referred to as "State Government") which 
expression shall unless repugnant to the context or meaning thereot inciudes its successors 
and assigns) of the Third Part 

WHEREAS the Central Govenment has proposed to establish an Optical Fiber based 
network for Broadband connectivity to Panchayats for Universal Services to rural population 

of the country and accordingly cabinet has approved vide cabinet memo no. 37/CM20110 
dated 28.10.2011 for creaton of Natonal pucal iDer Nework (hereinafter referred to as 
"NOFN) as a National Asset, for providing 5roadband to Panchayats. The objective is to 
extend the existing optical fiber network to Panchayats by utilizing the Universal Services 
Obligation Fund (UsOP and creaing an institrtonal mechanism for management and 
operation of NOFN for non-discriminatory access to all service providers. WHEREAS the 



DOT intends to undertake the execution of the NOFN project (hereinafter referred to as the Project) through creation of an SPV, the BBNL on the terms & conditions containe intis agreement and Guideline for NOFN issued by Department of Telecommunications from tume 
to time. 

AND WHEREAS BBNL the Executjon Agency of the projoct wil faciltate disseminaton o intormation by Central State government for overall develapment of tha state tnrougn creating andr or upgrading the telecommunication information infrastructure in Gram 
Panchayat. 

NOW IT IS HEREBY AGREED BY AND AMONGST THE PARTIES HERETO as follows: 
The Tripartite Agreement is signed between Government of Indja, Bharat Broadband Network Umited and Government of Uttarakharid for the ímplementation of project in letter'and spirit.

The Central Government has approved the formation of Executing Agency vide cabinet approval no. 37/CM/20110) dated 28:10.2011 and vide letter no.4/4/2009 Pallcy-l(pt) dated 16.11.2011 of Department of Telecomimunicauans O mplementation, operation and maintenance of the Project yDder administrative control of the' Departmentof Telecommunicatians (DoT).BBNL has been fórmed and 
designated as Executing Agency

3.0 Objectives of Projlect 

The scope of work in project includes 

a) connecing the gram panchayats ot india on Optical tiber usiog the fiber(s) of other PSUs/TSPs andlor laying incremental fiber netwark for providing the broadband connectivity. 

b) setting up of suitable telecom nétwotk on this national optical fitet network for enabling ofvarious types of applications in thegram parnchayats/villages. 
c)operation and maintenance of this project in accordance with the Central Government /DoT guidelines; 

Responsibllties of parties towards Installatlon, Operation and Maintenance of the Project 

4.0 CENTRAL GOVERNMENT 

Central Government has formeda CPSu, BBNL, under the administrative control of Department of Telecommunications, Ministry of Communiçations and Information Technology as executing agency.

The Central Government shall issue the guidelines and modalities of formulating/ implementing projects under the programme from time to time.

The Central Governmernt will finance tho project through USO Fund. 
The Central Government through DoT High Level Committee shall monitor and review the implementation of the Scheme and BBNL ill execute, monitor the

implementation and provide connectivity to State Govt. l Telecom service providers 
to roll out different types of telecom serviCes. 

4.5 The Central Government shall approve the guldelines for operationalisation of 
various domponernts of the scheme Including mechanism for payment of føes to 
Execution Agency. 

5.0 BBNL, the executlon agency 

5.1 BBNL will provide the connectivity/ Bandwidth on OFC medla by tappingat Suitable point of existing OFG of BSNLU Ralte] / PGC|Lor by laying OFC. 

5.2 BBNL will undertake all works related to laying of new Optical Fiber to reach 
Gram Panchayat. The work of reinstatement will be done in such a manner that 
best of the efforts should be mad to bYing the originat position ot tie dug 
surtaces along. the road side. Maximum efforts should be made to avoid the road 
Cciting HDD or Horizontal boring methods will be explored to cross the pacca 
road, it cross ing is necessary, to minimize the damage of the road. 

5.3 5NL will coordinate with State Government for all activities related to Right of 
Way. 

5.4 BBNL can further provide OFC based connectivity to ary Telecom service 
Provider Internet Service Provider/ any informetion based seivice provider in the 
rural area. 

5.5 BBNL will bear the cost of space rented ih Gram Panchayat Bhawan or any other 
Iocation and also power consumed for the said purpose. 

Union Territory/ State Government 6.0 

State Govemment/UT will act as a faciltator for providing NOFN services and will ensure 
the following 

6.1 Designate a nodal department to coordirate with BBNL for implementation of NOFN 
Project in the State/Union Territory. 

No RoW Charges including reinstatement charges will ba levied by any State 
Government, their local bodies, companies or agencies as the information highway 
proposed to be created through National Optical Fiber Network for broadband 
connectivity to Panchayats is primarily for the benefit of the local communities to 
Panchayats and State Governments This support will be considered as contribution 
of the State Government towards this project as a larger good for ensuring the time 
bound implementation of the programme and to avoid any delays in grant of RoW

permission. 

Electric Utilities (Transcol Discoms) shall give Right of Way (RoW) on their 
transmission lines/ sub-transmission ines/ distribution lines free of cost to BBNL for 
installation of OPGWI ADSS cable as may be sultable tor extending connectivty to 
Gram Panchayats.

The State Govemment through its competent authority will issue blanket approval to BBNL authorizing t for laying OFC WItnout turther need of HoW permission under the

State agencies & electric utilities in the State for the NOFN Project during installaton 
as well as operation and maintenance phase i.e. life cycle of the project. 

The blanket approval tor RoW should be applicable to the all State Government 
agencies like PWD/ RES/ Forest/ Municipality Panchayat authorities / Electricity 
Boards/ Irrigation / Private Electricity Distributlon Agency etc. as applicable. 

C subject to adherence to provisions of Forest Conservation Act wherever 
pplicable)

State Government, will provide space and powar at Gram Panchayat Bhawan or 
any other suitable locatilon on cOst basis for equlpment placement and smootn 
operation of the NOFN project as required.

State Government, will provide unhindered access to BBNL'S Staff or its 
representative in Panchayat Bhawan or any other suitable location for 
operation/maintenance.

6.8 This agreement wil be valid for operation and maintenance of the OFC Network. 

7.0 Advantage to State Government 

Panchayats are the constitutionally mandated 3 tier of government and key 
nstutions for local sef government in the rural areas. Coverage of Panchayats 
with Broadband internet connectivity has a great potential for empowenng rura 
masses by gving them access to information, public services inclüuding those of

Bandwidth requirement for Panchayats will be higher due to sharing of 
connectivity and extensive use of audlo / vIdeo applications

The network can be used for service delivery platform for payment, enrollment and registration for targeting benefits to BPL category, MNREGA, PDS, certificates for birth/ death/ income, land records and registration effectively and 

eficienty by electronic means.

State govemment can develop e-office for delivery of document management 
system, collaborative messaging, e-file, record management, project and task 
management Hl, Parliament Questons, court cases, public grievances, 
inventory and stores, administration, Human resource, budget monitoring, 
circulars, events, notices, etc taking into consideration of Panchayats and rural

10.0 Confidentialty 

Al parties acknowledge the confidentiality of the information, which may be 
exchanged between the parties from time to time as being essential to this MOU and 
agree not to disclose the same to any outside party. However, each party shall be 

free to disclose such information as is: 

Part of the public domain at the time of disclosure or 
Required to be disclosed by offical authorities in accordance with the 
applicable laws. 

11.0 Arbitration and appiicable law: 
11.1 The parties hereby agree that any controversy, claim or dlspute arfsing out of the 

intorprotation, application or in connection with this MOU Which cahnot be resolved 
amicably, shall be reterred to Secretary (Telecom), dovt of India whose declsion 
shall be final and binding on all parties. All disputes will be resoved as per the 
Governmernt of India policies and applicable Ihdlan Laws. 

11.2 AlI three parties shall not use logos, trademarks and intellectual property of each 
other. 

12.0 Force Majeure: 

No failure or omission by elther party to carry out or observe or perform any of the terms and conditions of this agreement shall gve rise to any clalm against such party or be deerned a breach of this MOU It such tailure or omisslon arises from an act of God, act or omission of Government, War or Mltary operation, accidents, national or local emergency, fire, lightning, explosion, Tiood, indlement weather, equipment failure or any other cause whether similar or dissimilar outside such Party's control.

13.0 Validity: This MOU shall come into force upon signature by all three parties and shal be valld for entire life cycle of the project. 
14.0 Termination 

14.1 This MOU can be terminated under extreme exigency conditions by the concerned parties under mutual agreement 

14.2 In case of war/hostilities, second party based on operational requirements towards national security can suspend the MOu by giving three months' notice to tne ist party and can resume the same at the end of the war/hostilities.
