186 area 180.00 ha. has been sent to Government
of India for diversion of said land in to non
forest land for rehabilitation of Rantalodhi
village. Accordingly Govt. of India has approved
the proposal vide letter F.No. 8-40/2001-FC,
dated 16.01.2002. But the people of Rantalodhi
have denied for rehabilitation of their village
Rantalodhi in Comptt. No. 186 as there is no
water sources. So also the said area is not
suitable for establishing/ constructing artificial
tank for Irrigation/Cultivation.
