Preamble:

Government of India, in its letter dated 02-05-2012 referred above at read (1 ),
informed to established an Optical Fiber based network for Broad Band connectivity
. to panchayath of Universal Services to rural population of the Country.

This project is called National Optical Fibre Network Project (NOFN). Circular
No:ITDO6PRM 2012 dated:15-06-2012 as been issued pertaining to this project,
Instruction through this circular has been given to the Deputy Commissioners,
Chief Executive Officers of Zill Panchayaths, Executive Engineers of PWD, all
Electricity Supplies Company, commissioner and Director of Directorate of
Municipal Administration and Executive Engineers of Irigation of all districts,
extracted as under:

“AMl the Concerned Authorities/Agencies/ Department are h{:;'"a-:b}-' instructed
not to-callect-Row charges to implement the above project and suitable instruction
has to be issued to the concerned under your jurisdiction. The state government is
tally commitied to support this project of central government.

, Deputy commissioner and Chief Executive Officer are requested 1o provide
space of not less than 50 sq.ft., free of cost and ensure mains power in the Gram
Panchayat Office/ suitable location for installation of equipment of the NOFN
project. Ensvre that the BBNL staff or their representatives are provided 24x7 access
to the facility where NOFN equipment is installed. to enable operation and
maintainanace. DCs and CEQs shall nominate in Nodal Officer for Co-Ordination

with BBNL, Executing Agency for the project. Suitable awareness programmes
among the local officers and other stakeholders be also organized.”

Tripartite MoU on behalf Government of Karnataka has been signed to implement
this project in the state.

Governiment of Karnataka is required to provide support to this Project(NOFN)as
per paragraph 6.0, which is reproduced below.

“6.0 Umon Terrtory/State Government:
State Government/UT will act as a facilitator for providing NOFN services and will
ensure the foltowing :

6.} Designate a nodal Department to coordinate with BBNL for implementation of
NOFN Project in the State/Union Territory.

6.2 No Row Charges including reinstatement charges be levied by any State
Government, their local bodies, companies or agencies as the information highway
proposed to be created through National Optical Fiber Network for broadband to be
connectivity to Panchayats is primarily for the benefit of the local communicates to
panchayats and State Governments.

‘transmission lines/sub-transmission lines/distribution lines free of cost to BBNL for
imstallation of OPGW/ADSS cable as my be suitable for extending connectivity to
Gram panchayats.

6.4. The State Government through its competent authority will issue blanket
approval to BBNL authorizing it for laying OFC without further need of Row
permission under the State agencies and electric utilities in the State for the NOFN
project during instalation as well as operation and maintenance phases i.e.life cycle
of the project.

6.5 The blanket approvai of Row should be applicable to the all State Government
agencies like PWD/RES/Forest/Municipality/Panchayat authorities/Electricity
Boards/hrrigation/Private Electricity Distribution Agency etc. As applicable.
(subject to adherence to provisions of Forest conservation Act wherever applicable)

6.6 State Government, will provide space and pﬂwer at Gram panchayat Bhawan or
any other suitable location on cost basis for = agupment placement and s ooth
operation of the NOFN project as required. 3
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6.7. State Government, will provide unhi.ndered access to BBNL s staff of 1ts
representative in Panchayat Bhawan or any other suitable location for
operation/matnienance.

6.8 This agreement will be valid for operation and maintenance of the OFC
Network™

Further, Government of India has specified, in paragraphs 7.0 and 8.0 of the MoU,
the advantages that would accrue to state Governments and Panchayats by
