‘The Sub-Divisional Committee meeting has been conducted at Revenue Divisional
Office, Kurnool on 05.12.2018 in connection with diversion of 365.66 Ha Forest land in
Ghani RF for Establishment of 1200 MW Standalone Pumped storage component of
Pinnapuram IRE Project in favour of M/s. Greenko Energies Private Ltd., Hyderabad.

The following points have been discussed in the meeting regarding diversion of
Forest land in Ghani RF of Orvakal Mandal.

1. -M/s. Greenko Energies Private Ltd.,Hyderabad has applied for Establishment of 1200
MW Standalone Pumped Storage Component of Pinnapuram IREProjectin Ghani RF
in Compt. Nos. 113,114,115,116 &117 of Ghani Range of Kurnool forest Division, as
discussed in GramaSabhas in Brahamanapalli and Kalva villages, the Grama Sabhas
concluded, that there were no Scheduled Tribes or Pre-Agricultural Community
people in the above-mentioned forest land. They also mentioned that no area is
under the cultivation of the Scheduled Tribes or Scheduled Community and no
community rights were given to the villagers, hence considered to allow the user
agency to develop the proposed Project in the above area.

2. In accordance with Forest Rights Act 2006, in the Grama Sabhas discussed in detailed
and had conclude that there were no individual claims or community claims in the
said area, hence approval may be granted to the user agency by name M/s. Greenko
‘Energies Private Ltd., Hyderabad to have its Pumped storage project and lay roads
connecting its project components in Forest Compartment Nos. 113,114,115,116
&117. Grama Sabhas will not have any objectionsto have the Project in the above
forest compartments.




The each of concerned Gram Sabhas have certified that all formalities/processes
under the FRA have been carried out and that they have given their consent to the
proposed diversion. A copy of resolution pass by Gram Gram Sabhas of
Brahamanapalli and Kalva villages are enclosed as Annexure A.

Issue of the proposed diversion of forest land of 365.66 Ha., in Ghani RF for setting
up 1200 MW Project was discussed in Grama Sabhas and decisions were taken in the
quorum of minimum of the 50% of members of concerned Grama Sabhas.

The Divisional Forest Officer, Kurnool has stated that in the above forest
compartments lands are not under cultivation of the Scheduled Tribes or Schedule
‘Community and no community rights have been given to the villagers.
