the entire process referred to in clause (€) shall be completed by the District Collector within the time period
stipulated in these rules for grant of in-principle approval under the Act to the proposal;

the Conservator of Forests shall examine the factual details and feasibility of the proposal, carry out site-
inspection in case the area of forest land proposed to be diverted is more than forty hectares, and forward the
proposa along with his recommendations to the Nodal Officer;" ;

(ii) after sub-rule (4), the following sub-rules shall beinserted, namely:-

@ notwithstanding anything contained in these rules, the proposal to obtain approva under the Act to
undertake prospecting of minerals without felling of trees and construction of new road or path in
mining blocks falling outside the protected areas, eco-sensitive zone of protected areas, identified tiger
corridors and having no forest cover of more than ten percent crown density as per the latest India State
of Forest Report published by the Forest Survey of India, shall be submitted by the User Agency in a
letter form along with a georeferenced map indicating boundary of the prospecting block, location of
each bore-hole site and roads or paths to be used for prospecting; and a certificate to the effect that the
proposal meets the afore-mentioned requirements to the Nodal Officer;

(d) the Divisional Forest Officer shall authenticate the geo-referenced map and certificate submitted by the
User Agency and forward the same directly to the State Government or Union territory Administration,
as the case may be, or an officer not below the rank of the Noda Officer, authorized by the State
Government or Union territory Administration, as the case may be, to finaly dispose of such proposals,
within thirty days of itsreceipt;

(iii) for clause (m), the following clause shall be substituted, namely:-

"(m)  incasethe Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change or the Regional Office, as the case may
be, finds that the compliance report is complete in all respect, it shall accord the final approva under the
Act and communicate such approval to the State Government or the Union Territory Administration, as
the case may be, within a period of twenty days of the receipt of the compliance report :

Provided that in case the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change or the
Regional Office, as the case may be, finds that the compliance report is incomplete, the shortcoming or
shortcomings in the compliance report shall be communicated to the State Government or the Union
territory Administration, as the case may be, the Nodal Officer and the User Agency, within a period of
twenty days of the receipt of the compliance report.”

Sub: Compliance of the Schedule Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006-regarding

Sir,

I am directed to refer to Forest (Conservation) amendment Rules 2016 as
amended on 06th March, 2017 wherein inter-alia it has been provided that:

(e) the District Collector shall

(i) complete the process of recognition and vesting of forest rights in accordance
with the provisions of the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007) for the entire forest land indicated
in the proposal.

(i) obtain consent of each Gram Sabha having jurisdiction over the whole or a part
of the forest land indicated in the proposal for the diversion of such forest land and
compensatory and ameliorative measures, if any, having understood the purposes
and details of diversion, wherever required; and

(iii) forward his findings in this regard to the Conservator of Forests

(f) the entire process referred to in clause (e) shall be completed by the District
Collector within the time period stipulated in these rules for grant of in-principle
approval under the Act to the proposal.

(g) the Conservator of Forests shall examine the factual details and feasibility of the
proposal, carry out site inspection in case the area of forest land proposed to be
diverted is more than forty hectares, and forward the proposal along with his
recommendations to the Nodal Office.

I am also directed to refer to references/communications received from various
State Governments seeking clarification on whether FRA certificate is to be
submitted before Stage-II compliance or it has been submitted along-with proposal
for seeking Stage-I approval.

It is clarified that within the time period stipulated for compliance of stage-I
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condition, Deputy Commissioner shall complete the process of compliance of FRA
(including forwarding its findings to the concerned CF). Hence for the purpose of the
MoEF&CC, as per the provision under Forest (Conservation) amendment rules,
2016 the compliance under FRA is not required for consideration of in-principle
approval. This has to be furnished by the state Govt. for consideration of the
proposal by the ministry for final approval.

In view of the above, the State Governments are requested to adhere the
provisions contained in Forest (Conservation) Amendment Rules, 2016 for FRA
purpose while forwarding the proposal for seeking prior approval under Section 2 of
Forest(Conservation) Act,1980 to this Ministry for consideration.

Sub:  Guidelines for diversion of forest land for non-forest purpose under the Forest

(Conservation) Act, 1980 - Amendment of para 3.2 (vi) (c) thereof- reg.

Sir,

I am directed to say that Ministry of Power has drawn attention of this Ministry to
clause (c) of sub -para (vi) of the para 3.1 of the guidelines for diversion of forest land for
non-forest purpose under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 provides that as an exception
to para 3.2 (i) of the said guidelines, compensatory afforestation may be raised over
degraded forest land twice in extent of the forest area being diverted/de-reserved in respect
of the proposals for laying of transmission lines upto 220 KV. The Ministry of Power has

requested this Ministry that the said provisions may be extended to all transmission lines.

The matter has been examined in this Ministry and after careful consideration this
Ministry hereby decides that provisions of the said clause (c) of sub -para (vi) of the para 3.1
of the guidelines for diversion of forest land for non-forest purpose under the Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980 shall be extended to all proposals for laying of transmission lines.
The said clause which reads as “For Laying of transmission lines upto 220 KV” shall
therefore be read as “For Laying of transmission lines”.

I am further directed to say that provisions of the said clause (c) of sub —para (vi) of the
para 3.1 of the guidelines for diversion of forest land for non-forest purpose under the Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980 shall not be applicable in respect of the forest land required
for sub-stations, switching stations, and other components of the of HVDC terminal or

invertors efc.
This issue with the approval of the Competent Authority.
