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As per the Decision support system
Analysis, the area proposed for CA
comes to 4.90ha instead of 5.94ha.
Moreover, 2ha area out of 4.90ha falls
in moderately dense forest which is
not considered suitable for CA. State
Govt. may select CA area measuring
5.94ha | degraded forest land only and
submit revised geo-referenced digital
map both in hard and soft copy. Soft
copy may be submitted in. shp file,
