As per the Directions of Regional Commissioner, Mysore Region, Mysore in their
Letter dated 25.01.2022, A Meeting Notice is issued for the Meeting of Wildlife Division’s
Eco Sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee in Ref (4).

As per Ref (5) in the Presidency of Regional Commissioner. Mysore Region. M ysare
and The President, Wildlife Division’s Eco Sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee. meeting
was held on 09.02.2022. The Member Secretory and Deputy Conservator of F orest, Wildlife
Division Mysore, Mysore presented that one of the mentioned places, Mahadevapura Dam
arca is 1.53km away from the Gendehosahalli island Forest Area of Ranganatitty Bird
Sanctuary and 0.09kms within the Wildlife Eco Sensitive Zone. Therefore, the proposed
work comes under the Regulated Activities.

The President, Wildlife Division’s Eco Sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee, in this
regard Opinionated that the proposed project is a Multy Village Drinking Water Supply
Scheme which is a Basic Amenity and the proposed location s away for more than 1.00kms

(1.53kms) from the Gendehosahall; island Forest Area of Ranganatittu Bird Sanctuary. As
requested by The Executive Engineer, Rural Drinking Water Supply and Sanitation Division,
Mandya, Permission can be given to the proposed project only work related to laying
pipeline through Eco Sensitive Zone of Ranganatittu Bird Sanctuary under ¢onditions o
Eco Sensitive Zone of Regulated Activities .and to carry out proposed work in the land
related to Mandya Forest Division, Deputy Conservator of Forest, Mandya Divisjon.
Mandya has to be consulted and due Legal procedures to be followed.

As mentioned above, In the meeting held on 09.02.2022 by Wildlife Division's Fco
Sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee regarding the project of Providing Water Supply
Scheme to Mahadevapura, K. Shettihalli, Chikkankanahallj and other 16 villages of”
Srirangapatna Taluk in Mandya District, it is Decided to give permission only (o Lay
Pipeline in the Eco Sensitive Zone of Ranganatittu Bird Sanctuary on the conditions of Eco
Sensitive Zone and on following conditions.

No trees or vegetation should be cut or damaged within the proposed site.

In the mentioned area at least 10 trees should be planted and grown per acre.

The applicant should ensure that no wildlife crimes like encroachment of forest land,

use of forest produce, or hunting of wildlife or birds take place in and around (he

proposed area.

4. Care should be taken that there js no soil erosion in and around the proposed arcq,

5, NECESS:&I’}: care and precaution to be taken so that the wildfire does not spread to .
surrounding forests, :

0. Blasting of dynamites is prohibited in the mentioned area where the project is being
implemented.

7. Any garbage /waste generated during the project construction stage or later should not
be let out into the river, streams, or canals and should be disposed of properly as per
the pollution control Board’s norms.

8. The mentioned area should be declared a ‘Plastic-free Area’.

10.Water, Air, and noise pollution levels should be within the permissible levels of the set
by the Pollution Control Board.

I1.Activities that destroy the nesting’s of the birds; disrupt their breeding activities or
destroy their habitats are prohibited in the mentioned project area and its surroundings.

12.In case of any violations of the conditions during or after the completion of the
project, the Monitoring Committee will be appraised of these violations will be
directed to take suitable action. The approval given by the Monitoring Committee may
be withdrawn without notice.

13.Along with the compliance with the above-mentioned conditions, the applicant should
comply with the directions issued by the Monitoring Committee, and orders issued by
the government from time to time.
