In connection with the above subject and Reference No. 1, the point-wise remarks are as under.

Point No. 1: - The area proposed for NBWL clearance consists of two tiger corridors and one Eco-Sensitive
Zone, falling within the section from the Itarsi end of the project (at Jujharpur, Km 751.1) to Chichonda (Km
911.7) towards the Nagpur end. Although the sectional length covering all three diversion proposals (with a
combined area of 33.0462 hectares) is approximately 160.6 km, the proposed 3rd and 4th lines bifurcate the
STR and MTR corridors over an approximate length of 17.35 km. However, considering the continuous linear
impact on wildlife due to this project, the forest area proposed for NBWL clearance has not been calculated
separately for each diversion, but has instead been clubbed as a total of 33.0462 ha (8.0357 + 21.3983 +
3.6122). Therefore, the total diversion section of approximately 160.6 km covers the entire stretch of the critical
17.35 km wildlife crossing zone. (Kindly go through the above Ref. 2 regarding the clubbing of individual
forest diversion proposals for wildlife clearance, and Ref. 3 for the extent of area proposed to NBWL ie. 287.64

hect.).

Point No. 2: - Regarding the ownership of railway land within the forest area that has not been included in
the diversion proposals, kindly refer to the above-mentioned Letter No. 4, wherein certified land records issued
by the Revenue Authority were already submitted on 28/05/2024. Furthermore, as per the above-referred Letter
No. 5, please refer to the remarks quoted by the Divisional Forest Officer (North Betul), which clearly establish
the ownership of the Railway Department over the said forest block area. It has been stated that the land
originally belonged to the Great Indian Peninsula Railway Company (during the British era), and the respective
railway land blocks were disforested under Notification No. 1324 dated 15/01/1907 and Notitication No. 12
dated 08/01/1910. Similarly, since then, these land blocks have remained outside the purview of forest custody.

Point No. 3: - Regarding the violation of the Forest Conservation Act, 1980, for the construction of the
subway, it is to state that the subway was constructed under the policy of eliminating existing level
crossing gates, which are considered critical accident-prone zones for Railway traffic. Further, it is to
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convey that the existing road has been passing through the forest area for a long time, and in order to
provide a diversion road as a subway, it is required to bend it at 90 degrees at four locations to
accommodate it within the existing marginal Railway Right of Way (ROW).

However, these sharp bends at all four locations are accident-prone. To facilitate smooth traffic movement
at these bends, it is standard practice to provide extra curvature. During this exercise, aimed at ensuring
subway traffic safety, the boundary of the forest may have been unknowingly encroached upon, as there
was no clear physical demarcation between forest and Railway land due to the presence of similar old
vegetation and topography in the area. This fact has been brought out during DFO North Betul visit on
03/05/2025 and accordingly Bivisional authorities of Central Railway Maintenance Department have been
informed.
