In reference to the observation, it is submitted that during the
execution of this road from single lane to double lane, excavated material gencrated will have to be
dumped. As such 39 sites having area of 3.2 hectare has been proposed /identified along  for
diversion of forest land. Lots of efforts hds been made by the PWD department with
administrative/revenue  department as well as with officials/ officers of DFO Sundernagar and
Karsog to the find out land near the vicinity of this road, which can be utilized for dumping. But no
such land could be identified in spite of the sincere efforts. The detailed reply in this regard has
already been submitted previoysly. The same is attached herewith again as annexurc A-1 for your

ready reference.

Further ,in order to corroborate our efforts, linear plan has been
prepared to depict /show the entry points and exit points of all those roads ,which are attached to this
road (attached as .annexure A-2).At the entry point ,there is an* old NH attached leading to
Chandigarh and Manali ,which is passing along the river Satluj and Jarol Khad respectively ,which
cither involves forest land or built up area.
