Dear Sir,

The Existing Proposal (Online No. FP/UP/MIN/47074/2020) was submitted for 344.688 ha in
2020. Refer to EDS of MOEF&CC dated 14.11.2022 and minute of meeting of 25.08.2023
issued by Nodal Officer. A joint survey was conducted as per direction given by Nodal Officer
for establishing the forest and non-forest area in Kajrahat (Dalla) and Bhalua Limestone Mines
with Revenue department, Forest department and User Agency.

Kindly note that as per the Joint survey conducted Forest area enhanced for Bhalua and
Kajrahat (Dalla) Limestone Mines. Based on CA (Compensatory Afforestation) land availability
and unavailability of mining plan for entire area (Forest and non-forest area) of Bhalua
Limestone Mines, we are hereby deleting the Bhalua Limestone Mines Forest area from the
Revised Forest diversion proposal FP/UP/MIN/47074/2020. However, we have CA land for
our Revised proposal i..331.475 ha.

After joint survey, it has been established that the forest area in Kajrahat (Dalla) Limestone
Mines is 404.388 ha and Bhalua Limestone Mines is 62.386 ha and Eco Sensitive Zone of
Kaimoor Wildlife Sanctuary in Kajrahat (Dalla) Limestone Mines is 92.62 ha (Forest area is
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55.323 ha and non-Forest area is 37.297 ha). Accordingly, we would like to edit area in our
proposal no. FP/UP/MIN/47074/2020.

Accordingly, we would like to keep only forest area of Kota and Padrach Village in Kajrahat
(Dalla) Limestone Mines for Revised Proposal. We request you to kindly grant permission to

edit the area/narrative in part one accordingly KML file in Revised Proposal of 331.475 ha and
SOl Map, DGPS Map, KML file and other essential document can be submitted
FP/UP/MIN/47074/2020.
