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1. Legal status of the forest land shall remain unchanged.

2. Compensatory afforestation shall be taken up by the Forest Department in an area of (55.1x2=110.2 ha.)
Degraded Forset Land & 2.1650 Ha. (NFL) Equivalent Non-Forest Land in Gata No. 2271, Tehsil-Gola,
District Lakhimpur Kheri at the cost of the User Agency. As far as practicable a mixture of local
indigenous species will be planted and monoculture of a species has to be avoided.

3. The complete compliance of the FRA, 2006 shall be ensured by way of prescribed certificate from the
concerned District Collector.

4. User agency shall restrict the felling of trees to 6275 trees/minimum numbers in the diverted forest land
and the trees shall be felled under the strict supervision of the State Forest Department and the cost of
felling of trees shall be deposited by the User Agency with the State Forest Department.

5. Plantation shall be raised on both sides of the road and median (if available) by the State Forest
Department at the cost of User Agency according to IRC guidelines and order passed by NGT in OA no.

27/2015 in the matter of Babulal Jaju v/s State of Rajasthan and others dated 16.11.2015 as per submitted
scheme.

6. Speed regulating signage will be erected along the road at regular intervals in the Protected Areas/ Forest
Areas.

7. The user agency shall provide suitable under / over pass in Protected Area / Forest Area as per
recommendations of CWLW / NBWL / FAC / REC.

8. The User Agency shall obtain Environmental Clearance as per the provisions of the Environmental
(Protection) Act, 1986, if applicable.
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The layout plan of the proposal shall not be changed without prior approval of Central Government,
No labour camp shall be established on the forest land.

- The boundary of the diverted forest land shall be suitably demarcated on ground at the project cost, as per

the directions of the concerned Divisiona] F orest Officer.

No additional or new path will be constructed inside the forest area for transportation of construction
materials for execution of the project work.

The period of diversion under this approval shall be co-terminus with the period of lease to be granted in
favour of the user agency or the project life, whichever s less.

The forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than that specified in the project proposal.

Project Completion Report and Stage-I1 compliance report shall be submitted within a period of 6 months
of completion of project.

The violation of any of the conditions stipulated under this approval will be liable to the cognizance and
appropriate action under MOoEFCC rules and Guidelines as applicable, specifically MoEFCC Guidelines

Adhiniyam, (1980), and action would be taken as per the MoEF&CC Guideline F.No. 1 1-42/2017-FC dt.
29/01/2018.

Any other condition that the Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate Change may stipulate from time
to time in the interest of conservation, protection and development of forests & wildlife.
