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Proceedings of the meeting of the Eco-Sensitive Zone (ESZ) Monitoring Committee,
Wildlife Sanctuaries, Mysore Division, held at 11:00 AM on 09/02/2022, presided
over by Dr. G.C. Prakash, I.A.S, Chairman, ESZ Monitoring Committee and
Regional Commissioner, Mysore Division.

Dr. G.C. Prakash, 1.A.S., Chairman, ESZ Monitoring Committee. &
Regional Commissioner, Mysore Division, Mysore welcomed the members present
at the meeting and requested Dr. V. Karikalan, 1.A.S., Member- Secretary, ESZ
Monitoring Committee, & Deputy Conservator of Forests. Mysore Wildlife
Division, Mysore.

Member-Secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee, & Deputy Conservator of
Forests, Mysore Wildlife Division, Mysore, gave a presentation and presented the
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details regarding the jurisdiction of the Ranganathittu Bird Sanctuary and the
Melukote Wildlife Sanctuary and the extent of ESZ in that jurisdiction. He also
briefed the meeting regarding the activities that come under different heads like
Prohibited, Regulated, and Promoted in the ESZ. He also introduced the ESZ
Monitoring Committee members to the members present in the meeting. Later. he
gave details about the proposal sent to the government regarding the nomination of
NGOs/ Representatives.

He also gave information regarding the approvals given in the previous
meeting of the ESZ Monitoring Committee and 6 proposals have come up before
the committee now, which will be discussed in the current meeting.

Proposal no. 1: By Smt. Nayana, P., D/o Puttaswamy, for the conversion of
1.10.00 guntas of land in survey no. 6/*/3 in Palahalli (Karimante) village,
Belagola hobli, Srirangapatna taluk for the purposes of home stay facility.

The Member-Secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee & the Deputy
Conservator of Forests, Wildlife, Mysore Division, told the committee that the
mentioned land falls within the jurisdiction of the Ranganathittu ESZ and the
proposal is for building a home stay facility. The mentioned land is about 1.21 kms
away from the Puttayyanakoppalu Island of the Ranganathittu Bird Sanctuary. As
per the final ESZ notification, there is no scope for any activity within 1 km range
of the forest boundary. Since the mentioned land is 1.21 kms away from the
Puttayyanakoppalu island, it comes under the Regulated Activities category and
hence can be given approval subject to certain conditions.

The Chairman of the Monitoring Committee asked for further in formation
regarding the mentioned land from Smt. Nayana, P. D/o Puttaswamy, and then
asked for the opinion of the members present in the meeting. All the members
present agreed to approve the proposal subject to certain conditions. It was decided
that approval be granted by obtaining a written undertaking by the applicant to
abide by the guidelines for homestay, manage the waste in a proper manner and
not create noise pollution and carry out the activities without damaging the
environment or disturbing the wildlife.

Proposal no. 2: By Sri. R. Vishwanath, for conversion of 0.20.00 guntas of
land in survey no. 46/%/9 in Karimanti village, Belagola Hobli, Srirangapatna
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taluk for conversion of land to non-agricultural purposes (commercial) for
construction of a petrol bunk.

The mentioned land falls in the ESZ jurisdiction of Ranganathittu Bird
Sanctuary and is about 1.30 kms away from the Puttayyanakoppalu island in the
bird sanctuary. As per the final ESZ notification, there is no scope for any activity
within the 1.00 km range of the forest boundary. The Member-Secretary, ESZ
Monitoring Committee & the Deputy Conservator of Forests, Wildlife, Mysore
Division, told the committee that since the mentioned land lies about 1.30 kms
away from the Puttayyanakoppalu island, approval can be granted, subject to
certain conditions.

The Chairman called for details regarding the proposal from the applicant
Sri. R. Vishwanath. Later, he asked the members present in the meeting for their
opinion on the same. All the present members agreed to give conditional approval
to the proposal. Hence, it was decided in the meeting to give conditional clearance’
to the proposal, subject to an undertaking given by the applicant to carry out
his/her proposal without trespassing the laws, rules, and regulations of the
government, 1o carry out proper waste management, not to cause noise pollution
and without causing any damage to the environment and wildlife.

Proposal no. 3: By Sri. S. Mahesh, S/o Shivabasappa, requesting the
conversion of 1.20 acres of land in survey no. 228/2 in Mallinathapura village,
Bilikere hobli, Hunsur Taluk, to non-agricultural land for the purpose of
constructing a residential Layout.

The mentioned land falls within the jurisdiction of the Arabithittu ESZ and
is 47.03 (0.047 km) from the border of the Arabithittu wildlife sanctuary. A
residential layout is being proposed in the mentioned area. As per the final
notification pertaining to the ESZ in the Arabithittu Wildlife Sanctuary, there is no
scope for any construction activity within 1 km of the forest border. Since the
proposed land falls within the jurisdiction of the Mallinnathapura village and is
located just 0.047 kms away from the Arabithittu Wildlife Sanctuary, approval
cannot be given. Further, the member-secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee
Deputy Conservator of Forests, Mysore Wildlife Division, Mysore appraised the
Chairman and the members present in the meeting that there is a danger of human-
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wildlife conflicts, as the proposed residential layout is very close to the wildlife
sanctuary.

The Chairman asked the applicant for particulars regarding the construction
of the proposed residential layout; the applicant submitted that the proposal is to
construct 25 residential houses on the mentioned land.

Later, the chairman mentioned that since the proposed residential layout is
very close to the Arabithittu Wildlife sanctuary and as per the final ESZ
notification of the Arabithittu Wildlife sanctuary, no activity can be allowed within
1.00 km from the border of the wildlife sanctuary and as a branch of Defence
Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) is situated close by, it was
decided in the meeting not to give clearance to the proposed construction of the
residential layout.

Proposal no. 4: Regarding the request by Sri Ashok Patel, M. S/o Late C.
Mahadevappa, for the conversion of 3.18 acres of land in survey nos. 227/1,
237/1, 228/3, and 228/4 in Mallinathapura village, Bilikere hobli, Hunsur
Taluk, for non-agricultural purposes for the construction of residential
layouts.

The Member-Secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee & Deputy Conservator
of Forests, Mysore Division explained before the committee that the mentioned
land falls under the jurisdiction of the Arabithittu ESZ and lies at a distance of
48.55 meters (0.048 km) from the Arabithittu forest boundary. The proposal is for
the construction of a residential layout in the proposed area. As per the final ESZ
Notification, there is no scope for carrying out any construction activity within a
1.00 km range of the forest boundary. The mentioned proposed land is adjacent to
the land in proposal no.3 and comes under the Mallinathapura village and is at a
distance of 0.048 km from the Arabithittu forest boundary, approval cannot be
granted to the mentioned proposal. Also, since the proposed residential layout will
be coming up close to the forest boundary, there is every likelihood of human-
wildlife conflicts increasing.

Later the Chairman told the committee that the proposed presidential layou
will be coming up quite close to the forest and as per the final ESZ notification,
there can no construction or any other activity within the 1.00 km range of the
forest boundary, and the branch of the DRDO is nearby, approval for the proposed
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residential layout cannot be granted. The members present in the meeting agreed
with him and it was decided not to give approval to the proposal for the residential
layout.

Proposal no. 5: Regarding the request by Sri. K.R. Krishne Gowda, S/o O.G.
Rame Gowda, for the conversion of 0.3.0.00 guntas of land in survey no.

51/%/12 in Melukote village, Melukote hobli, Panda apura Taluk, for non-
agricultural purposes (residential).

The Member-Secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee & Deputy Conservator
of Forests, Mysore Division, placed before the committee that Sri. Krishne Gowda.
S/o O.G. Rame Gowda, Melukote village, has requested permission for the
construction of a residential building on land owned by him. The mentioned Jand
comes under the jurisdiction of the ESZ and lies at a distance of 1.00 km from the
forest boundary. As there are no objections to the construction of a residential
building on the 0.3.0.00 guntas of land, permission can be granted.

When the Chairman queried the applicant about it, he mentioned that the
proposal for constructing a residential building for his dwelling.

Since the applicant had requested for constructing a residential building for
his own dwelling on the 0.3.00 guntas land, it was decided in the meeting that
approval can be granted approval for construction subject to conditions.

Proposal no. 6: Regarding the request for conversion of 1.16.0.00 acres of land
in survey no. 118/%/3 in Melukote village, Melukote hobli, Pandavapura Taluk
for non-agricultural (religious and cultural institutions) purposes.

The Member-Secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee & Deputy Conservator
of Forests, Mysore Division, placed before the committee that the mentioned land
falls within the jurisdiction of the ESZ of the Melukote Wildlife Sanctuary. The
mentioned land is at a distance of 0.660 km from the boundary of the Melukote
Wildlife Sanctuary. The proposal is for the purpose of the construction of a cultural
and religious'institution. As per the final ESZ notification, there is no scope for any
construction activity within a 1.00 km range of the forest boundary. Since the
mentioned land is just 0.660 km away from the forest boundary, approval cannot
be granted.




When the Chairman asked the applicant about the proposal, he mentioned
that the proposal is for building a small cowshed for a goshala, under the Religious
and Cultural activities.

Sri.. C.S. Puttaraju, Member, ESZ Monitoring Committee and MILA.
Pandavapura Assembly Constituency, mentioned that since the proposal is for the
construction of a cowshed for goshala, approval may be granted.

Later, it was decided in the meeting that approval for the construction of a
cowshed for the construction of a goshala as, under the cultural and religious
institutions activity, as mentioned in the proposal and no other building activity can
be permitted in the mentioned land.

Proposal no. 7: Regarding Providing the Multi Village Drinking Water
Supply Scheme to Mahadevapura, K. Shettihalli, Chikkankanahalli and 16
other villages in, Srirangapatna Taluk, Mandya District.

The Deputy Conservator of Forests, Mandya, in his letter no. 1C/Land / FC/
CR- /2021-2022 dated 25/10/2021 had written to the Deputy Conservator of
Forests, Wildlife, Mysore Division, seeking his opinion regarding the laying of
pipeline Mahadevapura K. Shettihalli, Chikkankanahalli and 16 Other villages in
Mahadevapura, Srirangapatna Taluk, under the Multi- Village Drinking water
project, as the project area falls within the jurisdiction of the Ranganathittu ird
Sanctuary ESZ. Member-Secretary, ESZ Monitoring Committee & the Deputy
Conservator of Forests, Wildlife, Mysore Division, further stated that the pipeline
of the mentioned proposal was examined by the Executive Engineer. Rural
Drinking water and sanitation Division, Mandya, the Mahadevapura dam is located
.53 km away from the Gendehosahalli forest island in the Ranganathittu Bird
Sanctuary and falls within 0.09 km inside the ESZ. As per the ESZ notification
comes under the Regulated activities area.

The Chairman mentioned that the mentioned proposal is a multi-village
drinking water project and comes under the basic infrastructure and the project site
is located more than 1 km away from the Gendehosahalli forest island of the
Ranganathittu bird Sanctuary, approval can be granted to the project subject to
certain conditions as requested by the Executive Engineer, Rural Drinking water &
Sanitation department. Since the area under consideration is in the Mandya Forest
Division and does not come under the jurisdiction of this committee, any
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construction or other activities in this region should be referred to the Deputy
Conservator of Forests, Mandya Division, and he is requested to take action as per
the law. All the members present in the meeting agreed to the Chairman’s
statement.

With reference to the above-mentioned proposals, with exception of
proposals, no 3 and 4 pertaining to the construction of residential layouts. all the
other proposals, viz, proposals no. 1, 2, 5, 6 and 7 were granted approval subject to
the following conditions.

No trees or vegetation should be cut or damaged within the proposed site.
In the mentioned area at least 10 trees should be planted and grown per acre.
The applicant should ensure that no wildlife crimes like encroachment of
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forest land, use of forest produce, or hunting of wildlife or birds take place
in and around the proposed area.

4. Care should be taken that there is no soil erosion in and around the proposed*
area.

5. Necessary care and precaution to be taken so that the wildfire does not
spread to surrounding forests.

6. Blasting of dynamites is prohibited in the mentioned area where the project
is being implemented.

7. Any garbage /waste generated during the project construction stage or later
should not be let out into the river, streams, or canals and should be disposed
of properly as per the pollution control Board’s norms.

8. The mentioned area should be declared a ‘Plastic-free Area’.

9. Only lighting that does not harm the wildlife should be used during night
times.

10.Water, Air, and noise pollution levels should be within the permissible levels
of the set by the Pollution Control Board.

1. Activities that destroy the nesting’s of the birds; disrupt their breeding
activities or destroy their habitats are prohibited in the mentioned project
area and its surroundings. ;

12.In case of any violations of the conditions during or after the completion of 4
the project, the Monitoring Committee will be appraised of these violations y
