Accordingly the WBPDCL has applied for transfer of NOC for using Forest Land in Barjora
North Coal Mines vide Memo No- WBPDCL/Dir(Mining) /809, Dt- 18.12.19 for 338.74 Hectre
of Land in the said Mouza.

It is to be noted that previous NOC was issued for diversion of forest land measuring a
total area of 830.91 Acars i.e. 336.40 hectors Comprised in the Mouza- Monohar,Ghutgoria,
Barapukuria, Saharjora, J.L. No.- 08,24,09,26 respectively of P.S- Barjora in favour of DVC-
EMTA Coal Mines Ltd. for mining activities.
