Preamble:-

Chief Manager, City Gas Distribution Head, Bharat Gas Resources Ltd., Bandra-Kurla
Complex (East), Mumbai has submitted a proposal for diversion of 0.10 Ha. Reserved and
Unclass Forest land under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for laying of underground Natural
Gas Pipeline in right of way (ROW) of SH-27 from route Kedgaon to Supe in Taluka- Parner in
Ahmednagar district to the State Forest Department. After careful consideration and scrutiny of
the proposal, granting of in-principle approval to the aforesaid project is under consideration of
the State Government.

Order:-

In exercise of powers delegated to the State Governments, vide Government of India’s
letter no. 5-2/2017-FC, dated 28/03/2019, Handbook of FCA Guidelnes-2019, Chapter 4
(General Approval under Section 2 (ii) of FCA), Government of Maharashtra is pleased to grant
'in-principle’ approval to the diversion of forest land under section-2 of the Forest (Conservation)
Act, 1980, for diversion of 0.10 Ha. Reserved and Unclass Forest land as per the proposal
submitted by Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer, Maharashtra
State, Nagpur, vide his letter no. Desk-17/NC/11/1D-12791/(15)/568/2020-21, dated 01/10/2020
for laying of underground Natural Gas Pipeline in right of way (ROW) of SH-27 from route
Kedgaon to Supe in Taluka- Parner in Ahmednagar district. The details are as given below:-

This in-principle approval is issued subject to the following conditions:-

1) The legal status of the land will remain unchanged.

2) The Forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the project.

3) The User Agency will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 0.10 Ha. of Forest Land as
per latest guidelines of Government of India.

4) The User Agency will defray the additional/ revised cost of Net Present Value as per
latest guidelines of Government of India.

5) The User Agency shall obtain the permission of concerned competent authority for laying
of Natural Gas Pipeline within the ROW.

6) The User Agency will obtain the Environmental Clearance from competent authority, if
required.

7) The Natural Gas Pipeline will be laid well below as per the norms the ground level all
along its length through forest and adequate safety measures to be adopted.

8) No additional or new path will be constructed inside the forest area for transportation of
construction materials for the execution of the project work.

9) It will be the responsibility of the User Agency to ensure that the labourers, staffs
engaged in construction activity do not damages nearby forest flora and fauna.

10) The User Agency will fulfill the complete compliance of the Scheduled Tribes and Other
Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forests Rights) Act, 2006 before final
approval.

11) The User Agency will make good the forest land after laying underground natural gas
pipeline.

12) No trees shall be felled in the area proposed for diversion.

13) For further maintenance of the project, the agency shall obtain permission from the

concerned Deputy Conservator of Forests as and when required.

14) No new forest area beyond the Right of Way of existing road should be broken for laying
Optical Fiber Cable.

15) The Chief Conservator of Forest (T), Nashik shall report the details of amount recovered
from the Project Authority at prevalent rate and all other cost required as per the rules in
due course of time.

16) All the amount received from the User Agency under the project shall be transferred to
the account of Ad-hoc CAMPA and compliance will be reported to this office.

17) The User Agency will be authorized to lay the Natural Gas Pipeline outside the confines
of the protected area after compliance of this order. Any breach of the conditions by the
User Agency will be treated as violation of the provision of the Forest (Conservation)
Act, 1980.

18) Provision of all relevant Acts, Rules made there under and guidelines applicable to the
project shall have to be strictly followed.
19) All the conditions stipulated by the Forest Department shall be binding on User Agency.

20) Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest Force),
Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

21) The Final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfillment of the
above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land shall be effected
thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T), Nashik.
