SITE INSPECTION REPORT

The proposed site for diversion was visited by the undersigned on 12.06.2016
& 23.06.2016 along with Shri A. K. Gupta, ACF, Jamshedpur Forest Division, Shri
Anil Chandra Das, RFO, Rakhamines <& other forest officials. JUSNL ywas
represented by Shri R. K. Saini, Manager (JCD), JSR & other officials of JUSNL.
Amin was also the part of inspection team.

The proposed area for diversion consists mainly of natural sal forests &
miscellaneous species like Butea monosperma, Siris, Jamun, Pongamia Pinnata,
Neem, Zizyphus spp., Madhuca indica, Diospyros spp. elc.

The area proposed to be diverted is lving on the lower slopes of hillocks and
needs soil & moisture conservation measures. Local reports & good condition of
forest indicates the presence of wildlife in these areas. There are reports of Sloth
Bear, Elephant, Barking Deer, Wild L;oar, Macaque, Langur, Jungle Fowl, Python
etc. The whole East Singhbhum district is a part of Singhbhum Elephant Reserve.
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
