, As per the site inspection, it has been observed that the user agency
(I0CL) has violated the provision of the Forest (Conservation) Act. 1980 by constructing
of approach Road for new retail outlet at the protected Forest between km.03 of Agra-
Hathras Road near village Metai Tehsil/Distt. Hathras without processing the case under
the provision of the Forest (Conservation) Act. 1980 and is liable for punishment under
rule 3(B) Issued by the Assistant Inspector General of Forest Ministry of Environment,
Forest & Climate Change (Government of India) vide F.No. 11-42/017-FC dt:- 29.11.2018.
and as per the condition no. 10 of Stage-1/Principle approval.
