Gadchiroli under section-2 of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for construction of
Administrative Building & Residential Quarters for Officers and Police Staff (Arm Out
Post) as per the proposal submitted by Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests &

2. This approval is issued subject to the following conditions:-

3) The Project Authority will defray cost of Net Present Value for 2.00 ha. of
Forest Land.

4) The Project Authority will defray cost of the additional/revised Net Present
Value as per the latest guideline of the Government of India.

5) No trees will be felled during implementation of the project.

6) The User Agency will submit the certificate of Collector, Gadchiroli under FRA-
2006 as per MOEF&CC, GOI guidelines dated 05/07/2013 in prescribed format.

7) All other conditions as may be mandatory under relevant Acts, Rules &
Guidelines shall be complied with by the User Agency.

7) The final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfilment of
the above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land
shall be effected thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T.), Gadchiroli.
