Sanction Order of the Integrated Site-Specific Wildlife Conservation, Management and
Mitigation Plan with reference to Proposal for Non-forestry use of 855.17 ha(1006.17 hac-
151.00 hac) of forest land for Kotre ,Basantpur Open Cast Mining Project in favour of M/s
Central Coalfields Limited (CCL) in Ramgarh and Bokaro district of Jharkhand

The instant Integrated Site-Specific Wildlife Conservation. Management & Mitigation
Plan (referred to as "the Plan" here in after) has been submitted by M/s. Central Coalfields
Limited (CCL) (referred to as "the User Agency or M/s CCL ") in pursuance of the following
conditions/ Terms of Reference laid by MoEF&CC under item no B-3 of In-principle/Stage-1
approval accorded vide letter no F.No. 08-08/2022-FC dated 27.02.2023 for Non-forestry use
of 855.17 ha(1006.17 hac- 151.00 hac) of forest land for Kotre ,Basantpur Open Cast Mining
Project in favour of M/s Central Coalfields Limited (CCL) in Ramgarh and Bokaro district of
Jharkhand

The aforesaid Terms of Reference laid by the Central Government reads as follows:

B. Conditions which need to be complied on field after handing over of forest land to
the user agency by the State Forest Department but the compliance in form of
undertaking shall be submitted prior to Stage-II approval :-

Condition no 3 - "Wildlife Management Plan shall be prepared and implemented at the
cost of user agency. The approved Wildlife Management Plan shall be submitted and the
applicable cost shall be deposited as per the guidelines issued by the Ministry in this
regard.”

In compliance of the condition laid by MoEF&CC under item no B-3 of In-
principle/Stage-I approval accorded vide letter no F.No. 08-08/2022-FC dated 27.02.2023 for
Non-forestry use of 855.17 ha. (1006.17 ha.- 151.00 ha.) of forest land for Kotre .Basantpur
Open Cast Mining Project in favour of M/s Central Coalfields Limited (CCL) in Ramgarh and
Bokaro district of Jharkhand , M/s. CCL submitted an Integrated ~Site-Specific Wildlife
Conservation, Management & Mitigation Plan prepared in consultation with Divisional Forest
Officer Ramgarh/Bokaro and RCCF Bokaro for impact area of 855.17 ha. (1006.17 ha.- 15] .00
ha.) forest land involved in the proposal, falling in Bokaro and Ramgarh district.

In the above stated background, the Regional Chief Conservator of Forests, Bokaro vide
his letter no. 1327 dated 22.06.2023/ 2537 dated 24.11.2023 submitted the Plan to the office of
the undersigned for its due sanction.

The cost of the proposed 10 year Integrated Site-Specific Wildlife Conservation,
Management & Mitigation Plan with respect to the activities to be carried out by DFO, Ramgarh
Forest Division has been estimated to be Rs. 2709.89 lakhs and for DFO Bokaro Forest Division
estimated to be Rs. 1681.30 lakhs. The summary of the proposed interventions (component wise)
under the Plan with the objective of conservation of forest and wildlife resources as also to
mitigate the impacts of mining on forests and wildlife is as follows:

Further,
they will extend their full cooperation to the forest officials in control/mitigation of
any incident, natural or man -made. detrimental to forest and wildlife in their area of
operation.

(iii) That the total amount of Rs 4391.19 lakhs shall be deposited by the User Agency
into CAMPA account under the relevant head/sub-head and shall be utilized by
the State Forest Department through the DFO, Ramgarh Forest Division/ DFO
Bokaro Forest Division, as delineated under the Plan, strictly in accordance with
the prevailing norms under the Jharkhand Forest Department.

(iv) That as regards the funds earmarked against activities to be undertaken by the State
Forest Department, DFO, Ramgarh Forest Division/ DFO Bokaro Forest Division
shall prepare a detailed Annual Plan of Operations (APO) in the beginning of every
financial year in respect of the instant Plan following all the rules, regulations,
Schedule of Rates etc. issued from time to time by the State Government/ Forest
Department. Regional Chief Conservator of Forests, Bokaro/ Conservator Of
Forests . Bokaro shall supervise & closely monitor the progress of the activities
undertaken by Divisional Forest Officer, Ramgarh ForestDivision / Bokaro Forest
Division as per the approved APO & funds released under CAMPA.

That the instant Plan is dynamic and may be revisited after every 2 years and a
revised plan may be formulated as per need of the project impacted area and
convenience of the implementing agencies. The revised plan, if any, shall be put up

before the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Wildlife & Chief Wildlife
Warden, Jharkhand for its due approval.

That though adequate provisions have been made towards cost escalation in the plan
viz. increase in wage rate/ material cost etc., yet the User Agency shall submit an
undertaking to the Divisional Forest Officer, Ramgarh Forest Division / DFO
Bokaro Forest Division to the effect that they will deposit extra cost of the plan
beyond the cost escalation provision owing to increase in wage rate etc. in due

course of time as well as consequent upon revision in the plan, if any, as and when
given effect to by the competent authority.
