Reserved Forest land as per the
proposal submitted by Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Maharashtra State, vide his
letter no. Desk-17/NC/11/1.D.12479/(60)/2206/16-17, dated 02/03/2017 for widening &

2. This in-principle approval is issued subject to the following conditions-
1. The legal status of the land required will remain unchanged.

2. Compensatory afforestation will be raised at the cost of the User Agency on 1.0 ha

degraded forest land made available by the Forest Department.

3. The forest land shall not be used for any purposes other than specified in the project.
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4. The User Agency will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 0.9850 Ha. of forest land
as per the latest guideline of Government of India.

5. The User Agency will defray the additional / revised cost of Net Present Value of forest

land as per the latest Guideline of Government of India.

6. Provisions of all Acts, Rules made there under and guidelines applicable to the project
shall have to be strictly followed.

7. The User Agency shall be responsible for any loss to the flora / fauna in the

surroundings and shall take all possible measures to conserve the same.

8. This in-principle approval is also subject to the terms and conditions mentioned in the
Government of India’s letter referred to here-in-above is binding on User Agency.

9. No work should be started on the proposed forest land without prior permission of the
Chief Conservator of Forests (T.), Thane.

10.Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest
Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

11.The Final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfillment of the
above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land shall be

effected thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T), Thane.
