I am directed to invite your attention to Hon'ble Supreme Court's order dated
28.03.2008 in Writ Petition (Civil) No. 202 of 1996 in the matter of T. N.
Godavarman Thirumalpad vs. Union of India and Ministry’ guidelines dated
05.02.2009 wherein rates to Net Present Value (NPV) to be realized in lieu of
diversion of forest land have been fixed based on the outcome scientific assessment of
ecosystem goods and services. Hon’ble Supreme Court in the said order has also
directed the MoEF&CC for upward revision of the NPV rates.

2. In compliance of order dated 28.03.2008 of Hon’ble Court and with the approval
of the competent authority, the following revised NPV rates have been prescribed for

levying NPV in lieu of diversion of forest land:
