Deputy Engineer (Gr-l), Engineering Division, Mumbai Metropolitan Region
Development Authority, Bandra-Kurla Complex, Bandra (East), Mumbai has submitted a
proposal for diversion of 0.016 Ha. of Mangrove Forest land under Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980 for construction of Pedestrian Walkway (Skywalk) from Thane
Railway Station to Vitava (Kalwa) in Village Chendani, Tal. & Dist. Thane, to the State
Forest Department. After careful consideration and scrutiny of the proposal, the
Government is pleased to grant in-principle approval as under:-

In exercise of powers delegated to the State Government, vide Ministry of
Environment, Forests & Climate Change, Government of India, New Delhi’'s order
F.N0.11-9/98-FC, dated 13/02/2014 and dated 21/08/2014, Government of Maharashtra

is pleased to grant in-principle approval to the diversion of 0.016 Ha. Mangrove Forest

land under section 2 of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, as per the proposal
submitted by Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer,
Maharashtra State, vide his letter no. Desk-17/NC/II/1.D.-12450/(60)/3046/2017-18,
dated 12/03/2018 for construction of Pedestrian Walkway (Skywalk) from Thane Railway
Station to Vitava (Kalwa) in Village Chendani, Tal. & Dist. Thane. The details are as

follows:-

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2. This in-principle approval is issued subject to the following conditions:-

1) The legal status of the land will remain unchanged.

2) Compensatory Afforestation will be raised at the cost of the User Agency on 1.00
Ha. degraded forest land made available by the Forest Department.

3) The Forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the
project.

4) The User Agency will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 0.016 Ha. of Forest
Land as per latest guidelines of Government of India.

5) The User Agency will defray the additional/ revised cost of Net Present Value as
per latest guidelines of Government of India.

6) Permission of Hon’ble High Court, Bombay/ National Green Tribunal shall be
obtained for implementing the project in Mangrove areas as per Bombay High
Court order, dated 27/01/2010 in PIL No.87/2006.

7) The User Agency will obtain the Environmental Clearance/ CRZ Clearance from
competent authority, if required.

8) Provision of all relevant Acts, Rules made there under and guidelines applicable
to the project shall have to be strictly followed.

9) The User Agency will defray the cost of felling of 13 trees in the area. However,
only the required and minimum number of trees will be felled.

10)The Pedestrian Walkway (Skywalk) will be allowed to be used by Forest
Department.

11)This in-principle approval is also subject to the terms and conditions mentioned in
the Government of India’s letter referred to here-in-above is binding on User
Agency.

12)All the conditions stipulated by the Forest Department shall be binding on the
User Agency.

13)No work should be started on the proposed forest land without prior permission of
the Chief Conservator of Forests (T.), Thane.

14)Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest
Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

15)The Final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfillment of
the above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land shall

be effected thereafter by the Chief Conservator of Forests (T), Thane.
