8. User agency shall use the land between entry and exit for plantation and conservation of
trees, the same shall be demarcated by 2 feet wall.

9. Plantation shall also be done along the inside boundary of Fuel Station.

11. Certificate of DFO certifying that the proposed RO is not in close proximity of any existing
RO in accordance with MORTH guidelines dated 24-07-2013 has to be provided.

12. The boundary of the diverted forest land shall be suitably demarcated on ground at the
project cost, as per the directions of the concerned Divisional Forest Officer.

13. The period of diversion under this approval shall be co-terminus with the period of lease to
be granted in favour of the user agency or the project life, whichever is less.

14. Any other condition that the Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate Change may
stipulate from time to time in the interest of conservation, protection and development of
forests & wildlife.
