M/s Gujarat Gas Limited, Ahmedabad, Gujarat has submitted a proposal for
diversion of 0.0351 Ha. of Reserved Forest land at Village-Sarani, Tal.Dahanu,
Dist.Palghar under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for laying of 10" diameter Steel
Pipeline to set up Natural Gas Distribution Network in Dahanu Taluka & surrounding
area in Palghar district, to the State Forest Department. Government of Maharashtra,
vide its Government Order referred at Sr.No.2 above has granted 'in-principle’ approval
to that proposal.

3. This formal approval is issued subject to the following conditions-

1) The legal status of the land will remain unchanged.

2) Compensatory Afforestation will be raised at the cost of the User Agency on 1.00
Ha. degraded forest land at Compartment No.239 of Village-Bharad, Tal.Dahanu,
Dist.Palghar.

3) The Forest land shall not be used for any purpose other than specified in the
project.

4) The User Agency will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 0.0351 Ha. of
Forest Land as per latest guidelines of Government of India.

5) The User Agency will defray the additional/ revised cost of Net Present Value as
per latest guidelines of Government of India.

6) The User Agency will pay cost of survey, demarcation and erection of permanent
