4. In case of non-compliance of any of the above conditions, the concerned Chief Conservator of
Forests / Deputy Conservator of Forests shall report through the State Government to
Regional Officer (Central), Integrated Regional Office, Ministry of Environment, Forests &
Climate Change, Government of India, Nagpur as per procedure laid down in the guidelines
under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980.
