Dear Sir,

We are thankful to you for appreciating the importance NMSCEW Project and
providing 968 ha Zudpi jungle for compensatory Afforestation against forest land

proposed to be diverted for it's construction. The C.C.F., Nagpur has taken up this

matter further with the D.C.F.Nagpur vide his letter no. F-1/5/T8A/T.5.746/17 -
18/886 dated 12/06/2017 and endorsed a copy to this office.

Further, we understand that if Zudpi jungle is to be used for establishing
Compensatory Afforestation the extent of such area has to be twice the forest area
proposed to be diverted. This project is, for various reasons, is divided in 5 packages,
including package III under your correspondence. The rest of 4 packages are under
process with respective D.C.F. or C.C.E. The project involves forest as well as non-forest
area and, even though, we have applied for diversion of specific areas foreseen as forest
land but there are some changes during the process of verification by the Forest
Department. So, the final picture will emerge only when proposal is sent to your office

by the respective C.C.F. However, we estimate that the project will, in all, need

diversion of around 525 to 550 ha forest land. Looking to prescribed procedure, 968 ha
Zudpi jungle will suffice for compensating diversion only 484 ha and remaining non

forest area will have to be arranged by us through our resources.

In light of this we wish to clarify that deficit non-forest land for CA will be
arranged by us and offered to Forest Department at appropriate stage. We further
request that as and when the respective proposal is received in your office the non
forest land required for respective package may be allotted from the pool of above 968
ha Zudpi jungle and respective records and KML file etc may please be arranged from
office of the D.C.F., Nagpur. In case any assistance is required we will put forward our

resources readily available at our Nagpur office.
