But, for widening this bit of 0.880 Km forest diversion was
proposed in 2018 and the same was also authenticated.

In view of the position of land as revenue land, there is no necessity of diversion of
0.874 Ha for the existing width of the road.

Stretch from Km.202+890 fo Km.203+000 (0.110 Km): In this reach an additional
length of 0.110 Km is shown to be still proposed for diversion in widening portion.

The reach from Km.202+890 to Km.202+982 (0.092 Km) was diverted for widening
in continuation of Bandirevu RF (more detailed under Sl.No.2). Our alignment has
been adjusted to be in the available RoW in the remaining length of 0.018 Km i.e.
from Km.202+882 to Km.203+000. Therefore, there is no necessity of new widening
propesal for the additional length of 0.110 Km as sought for.

In view’of the above circumstance, additional area of 1.056 Ha and additional length

of 110 meters are not required and the pictorial representation submitted is self-
explanatory which is submitted here with triplicate for favour of information and taking
further necessary action.
