T
he announcement of
Global Rankings in var-
ious sectors of the econ-

omy from time to time is a
keenly watched and contest-
ed topic. The rankings, based
on different indices, cover
diverse areas such as global
climate, democracy, human
freedom, corruption percep-
tion etc. Although some of the
rankings, such as the Human
Development Index, Global
Food Security Index and the
Ease of Doing Business Index,
are widely covered in media in
India and elsewhere, some
other areas, being highly tech-
nical in nature, like the Global
Talent Competitiveness and
the Global Crypto Adoption
Index etc., do not get that
much traction. 

It is a harsh reality that in
most of these rankings India
stands at somewhere between
40 and 110 in the comity of
nations. After release of such
reports, any improvement in
the rankings in comparison to

previous ones is tom-tommed
and every fall is painstaking-
ly explained by the concerned
Ministry/ nodal agency in
India. 

Noticeably, such rankings
fail to capture the true devel-
opment status in the country.
While India has covered a lot,
much more ground is yet to be
covered in terms of develop-
ment in several social sectors.
Besides, most of the indices
designed by experts have
inherent western bias.

The World Hunger Report
2022 has caused consternation
in the country that, despite so
many measures, India’s Global
Hunger Index(GHI) score is at
29.1 on a scale of zero (no
hunger) to hundred (everyone
hungry). As per the report,
India ranks 107th (previous-
ly 101st) out of the total 121
countries evaluated. 

In India, the media, intelli-
gentsia and various organiza-
tions have reacted either as
lamenters or defenders of the

report. The Union Ministry of
Women and Child
Development has character-
ized the index “as an erro-
neous measure of hunger suf-
fering from serious method-
ological issues”. The Ministry
sees in it “a consistent effort to
dent India’s image as a nation
that does not fulfil the food
security and nutritional
requirements of its popula-
tion. Misinformation cam-
paign seems to be the hall-
mark of the annually released
Global Hunger Index”. 

To add insult to the injury,
the ranking of India (107) on

GHI 2022 is behind Pakistan
(99), Bangladesh(84),Nepal
(81), Myanmar (71)and Sri
Lanka (64). Thus, the South
Asian region is said to have
been saddled with the world’s
highest hunger level, highest
child stunting rate and by far
the highest child wasting rate
in the world. What are these
indicators?

The report released by
Concern Worldwide and
Welthungerhilfe, non-govern-
mental organizations of
Ireland and Germany respec-
tively, is based on GHI score
computed using four broad

indicators– undernourish-
ment (measure of the propor-
tion of the population facing
chronic deficiency of dietary
energy intake), child stunting
(low height for age), child
wasting (low weight for
height) and child mortality
(death of a child under the age
of 5). 

The synthesis is based on

the approach referring hunger
to an undesirable sensation
caused by insufficient con-
sumption of calories daily to
lead a normal and healthy life
in accordance with age, sex,
stature and physical activity.
Undernutrition is the result of
inadequate intake of food
which could be in terms of
either quantity or quality,
poor utilization of nutrients.
Similarly, malnutrition had
been defined as the abnormal
physical condition caused by
unbalanced or excessive
intake of macro /micronutri-
ents. Broadly, undernutrition
had been considered as a type
of malnutrition. Thus, hunger
and undernutrition had been
connected in a convoluted
manner to measure inade-
quate access to food.

The argument of authors of
this report in justification of
their approach is that child
stunting and mortality offers
perspective about the child’s
vulnerability to nutritional

deficiencies, access to food,
and quality of nutrition. Since
children below 5 are at a
developmental age, there is a
greater and urgent require-
ment for the nutrition; and
lastly child mortality indi-
cates the serious consequences
of hunger. The criticism
against the GHI is that all
child- centric metrics are used
to calculate Global Hunger.
The critics of this methodol-
ogy argue that child mortali-
ty is a health indicator and is
not caused by hunger alone.
No doubt, children are the
most vulnerable section of
population, but calling it GHI
is a misnomer. 

Considering socio-cultural
practices, the calorific intake
for different socio-economic
and gender groups is different.
As a case in point, periodic or
regular fasting on various
occasions by a significant
number of people in India is
not due to lack of food,
though it satisfies the defini-

tion of hunger. Of course, lack
of availability of food is the
true pointer of hunger.

If parameters for the calcu-
lation of GHI were percentage
of vulnerable families covered
under the Public Distribution
System, percentage of preg-
nant and lactating women
and children covered under
anganwadi and mid-day meal
schemes etc. (which address
food security in India); the
results would have been dif-
ferent. There is an underlying
message in the recurrence of
such incidents of India getting
lower ranks: we need to cre-
ate an alternative framework.
Our own think tanks on dif-
ferent subjects as well as
domain experts should be
able to provide a counter nar-
rative. Robust database should
underpin their efforts. NITI
Aaygog and other concerned
agencies should take pre-
emptive action by putting
across India’s viewpoints.

After about two and half
decades, the All India Congress
Committee is once again head-
ed by a leader from the south.
From 1992 to 1996, late PV
Narasimha Rao from undivid-
ed Andhra Pradesh was the
AICC president. Mallikarjun
Kharge from Karnataka has
now become AICC president. 

In the just-concluded AICC
presidential election,
Karnataka's seniormost
Congress leader Mallikarjun
Kharge defeated Kerala
Congress leader Shashi
Tharoor.  There was no sur-
prise element in the victory of
Mallikarjun Kharge, consider-
ing that AICC president Sonia
Gandhi is understood to have
backed Mallikarjun Kharge.
Accordingly, in almost all states
Congress leaders supported
Kharge. 

After late Prime Minister
Rajiv Gandhi's assassination,
PV Narasimha Rao was made
AICC president. At that time,
P V Narasimha Rao had
retired from politics. The assas-
sination of then AICC presi-

dent Rajiv Gandhi in 1991
prompted PV to return to
active politics. After becoming
the AICC president, he faced
the General Election in 1991

and the Congress became the
single largest party.  PV
Narasimha Rao was made the
Prime Minister and he led the
minority government success-
fully. Kharge has been loyal to
the Congress. He is known to
be close to the Gandhi family.

Kharge has good relations
with Telangana Congress lead-
ers. Undivided Andhra
Pradesh had produced two
Prime Ministers. Before PV
Narasimha Rao, Indira Gandhi
represented the Medak Lok
Sabha constituency in
Telangana as a Prime Minister.
PV Narasimha Rao belongs to
the Telangana region. Former
Prime Minister HD Deve
Gowda is from Karnataka.

He asked who the chief
ministerial candidate would
be in the alliance of TDP and
Jana Sena.

When it comes to the prop-
er communication within the

Defence product exports from India
reached about Rs 13,000 crore in 2021-22
and "we have set a target of Rs 40,000 crore
in the coming years," the PM said.

At the expo, aimed at showcasing India's
defence manufacturing prowess, Modi
laid the foundation stone for a new airbase
at Deesa in Banaskantha district of north
Gujarat near the India-Pakistan border and
said it will emerge as an effective centre
security.

"The country has come a long way as ear-
lier we used to release pigeons and now we
release cheetahs," he said.

On the issue of maritime security, Modi
talked about his vision of the 'Security and
Growth for All in the Region' (SAGAR).

India's engagement in the Indo-Pacific
region is inclusive, he said.

Today, from international security to
global trade, maritime security has emerged
as a global priority. The role of the merchant
navy has also expanded in the era of glob-
alisation, he said.

The world's expectations from India have
increased, and I assure the world commu-
nity that India will fulfil them. Therefore,
this Defence Expo is also a symbol of glob-
al trust towards India, he said.

The PM talked about India's relationship
with Africa and said it is based on the "time-
tested trust which is further deepening and
touching new dimensions with the passage
of time. He said exports of Indian defence
products have increased eight times in the
last few years.

"The world is trusting Indian technolo-
gy because the our armed forces have
proved their capabilities. We are exporting
defence materials and equipment to more
than 75 countries," the PM said.

"Our policies, reforms and the ease of
doing business have played a big role in
reaching this point. India has earmarked 68
per cent of its defence budget for Indian
companies. It's a big decision, and has been
made possible because of the progressive
leadership of the Indian armed forces," he
said.

The PM said the decision of the defence
forces to buy a majority of the equipment
made in the country shows "the capacity of
'Atmanirbhar Bharat' and also symbolises
the rising confidence on defence materials
made in India."

The matter pertained to
adjusting the seniority of con-
ferred or promotee IAS officers
from Telangana and Andhra
Pradesh.

The officers, who were
appointed as deputy collectors
through the examination con-
ducted by the state public ser-
vices commission, were to be
considered for promotion as
IAS officers by the Centre in a
time-bound manner. The top

court took note of the urgency
of the matter which had arisen
out of the contempt case
against the officer and said, we
deem it appropriate to consid-
er the matter without issuing
the notices to the other side.

In the circumstances, the
part of the order directing the
personal appearance of P K
Tripathi on October 21 is set
aside. However, Mr Tripathi
shall tender the affidavit in the
high court which may be filed
through the counsel of the

Government of India. With
these observations, the instant
petition is disposed of, the
order said.

At the outset, the law
officer said the high court
insisted on the personal
appearance of the same offi-
cer despite the fact that a
person, who was well con-
versant with the facts of the
case, was entrusted with
the task of rendering assis-
tance to the court through
the counsel.

SC sets aside Telangana HC order

School children visit naval ship

As part of Navy Day celebra-
tions, the Indian Navy organizes
an educational visit for school
children onboard warships
every year, to expose them to
their Navy.  On October 18 and
19, children from 30 schools
located in various parts of the

State visited INS Airavat, an
amphibious ship of the Eastern
Fleet at Visakhapatnam. A total
of 1,714 students, along with
198 teachers availed the oppor-
tunity. 

The teachers and children
were given an overview of the
Indian Navy and its primary
role in safeguarding the

nation's maritime interests.
They were also briefed on the
operational capabilities of var-
ious Indian Naval Ships,
Submarines and Aircraft. The
students were given a guided
tour of INS Airavat, informed
about various weapons and
sensors fitted onboard the ship
and its capabilities towards

conducting amphibious oper-
ations along with the Indian
Army.  The interaction with
Naval personnel on a warship
provided an excellent exposure
to the children on the impor-
tance of the maritime security
of the nation, the general func-
tioning of the Indian Navy and
life onboard a warship.

Suggesting that welfare assistants in
village secretariats, ASHA (Accredited
Social Health Activist) workers and vil-
lage clinics should take the initiative
to ensure that proper medicare and
nutritious food is provided to the chil-
dren at the right time at anganwadis. 

Referring to the legal obstacles
being faced by the government in the
recruitment of supervisors for mon-
itoring anganwadis, the CM direct-
ed the department to complete
recruitment by December by over-
coming all problems in this regard. 

The monitoring should be done effi-
ciently by supervisors by providing geo
tagging and creating necessary apps. For
this, the government will distribute
nearly 57,000 mobile phones to all
anganwadis and supervisors and the
Chief Minister has launched the distri-
bution programme. Women and child
welfare Minister K. V. Ushasri Charan,
Principal Secretary (Women and Child
Welfare) M. Ravi Chandra, Finance
Secretary K.V.V. Satyanarayana, APDD-
CF MD A. Babu, MARKFED MD P.S.
