Achanakmar Tiger Reserve is oné of the best wild life reserves of central
India. It is situated in the eastern part of Maikal hills of Satpuda ranges and north
west of Mungeli District of Chhattisgarh. Sal, Bamboo and high quality of mixed
forest is the beauty of this reserve. Its biodiversity in flora and fauna makes it as
part of 14™ Biosphere reserve of India. A part from tiger this reserve is known for
presence of Mouse Dear (Indian Chevorotain) in central India. Achanakmar
experience leaves a multitude of superlative in the mind.

1. INTRODUCTION:-

ACHANAKMAR TIGER RESERVE:

Achanakmar Tiger Reserve is one of the best wild life reserves of central
India.

Which means it is going to
be worked under agriculture for the first time. This will be a great
opportunity for making organic foods, from this area. This will give
them a double profit compared to normal agriculture bared food
production.

(ii) By means of creating women SHG’s in this village, they can
generate following materials for marketing

(a) Mushroom cultivation. '
(b) vermin- compost production
(c) Chicken Rearing.
(iii) All the agricultural field will be covered under solar pump bared

irrigation system, which will give round the year water for farming.
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(iv)

Along with this farmers can go for cash crops, which will give more
profits to them.

Each agricultural field will be provided with honey production-box
under the technique of apiculture, which will give additional
benefits to turn along with processing the agriculture system.
Families, which involved in making bamboo banned officers will
be given training to improve their skills, and the products will be

sold through forest department.
