Accordingly, a report has been submitted along with inspection documents from the chairman, sub-
divisional level forest rights committee and sub-divisional officer Karad/Patan/Wai and he explained that the
said meeting has been organized to discuss the above proposals and take a final decision.

After scrutinizing all the proposals received, meetings of sub-divisional level forest rights committee
have been held for all the proposals and minutes of the same have been received. Accordingly, when asked
by the Chairman, the sub-divisional officers wai, Patan and Karad said that there is no encroachment of

scheduled tribes and other traditional forest dwellers on the demanded forest land and that there are no
individual or collective claims filed or pending regarding the area in question. However, regarding the non-
encroachment of scheduled tribes and other traditional forest dwellers on the demanded forest land and also
regarding the fact that no individual or collective claims have been filed or pending regarding the area in
question, Village Dhangarwadi, Tah.Khandala, Dist.satara Member Secretary Cum Resident Deputy Collector
informed in the meeting that the gram sabha resolution of Dhangarwadi village panchayat Dist satara village
panchayat has not been received.

When enquired by the Chairman, Block development officer Khandala informed that the Gram
Panchayat had been given instructions from time to time regarding passing the Gram Sabha resolution and
the Gram Panchayat had been corresponded with at least 2 to 3 times in this regard. Despite repeated
instructions and correspondence, the concerned Gram Panchayat did not pass the Gram Sabha resolution.
He also said that they have ensured that there is no encroachment of scheduled tribes and other traditional
forest dwellers on the demanded forest land in Dhangarwadi village and that there are no individual or
collective claims filed or pending regarding the area in question and the necessary report has been submitted
accordingly. In the case regarding the village of Dhangarwadi, Khandala, Dist Satara, the Chairman directed
to clearly mention the above matters while issuing the certificate of no individual, collective and Nistar claims,
as per the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act 2006 and
Rules 2008.

As infarmed by sub division office wai, the gram sabha resolution of village Bopegaon, Taluka Wai,
Dist Satara was given unanimously in the gram sabha with 50 percent attendance. The sub-divisional officers
Karad, Patan and wai explained that the gram sabha resolutions received in respect of the rest of the
proposals were from gram sabhas which were adjourned due to lack of quorum.

Also, the Gram Sabha was adjourned due to lack of quorum as the villagers did not attend the Gram
Sabha despite informing the villagers about attending the Gram Sabha. When asked by the Chairman, it was
informed by Block Development officer Khandala Taluka Khandala Dist Satara that under Rule 10(2) of the
Maharashtra Gram Panchayat (Gram Sabha Meeting) Rules 1959, the quorum for the adjoined Gram Sabha
is not required. In the case of the rest of the proposals, the Chairman instructed to clearly mention the same
in the certificates while issuing the certificate regarding the absence of individual, collective and Nistar claims
as per the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act 2006 and
Rules 2008 and it was unanimously agreed to take action accordingly.
