kept at about 14" inches. Tall plants of only indigenous species shall be planted In
the plantation. .

The User agency shall submit road side plantation scheme in consultation with the

State Forest Department and the plantation shall be carried out by SFD at the cost of
the User Agency.

The User Agency shall submit an undertaking that no muck shall be disposed off in
forestland,

The KML files of Diverted and CA areas shall be uploaded on the e.Green watch portal
with all requisite details prior to Stage-1l Approval.
