The selected land encounters light to moderate biotic interferenca. Pressnce of
Goat and cattle population in the vicinity villages are of good number, Grazing
pressure remains throughout the year. SO0 measures require to be taken for
better protection and survival of plantation through vegetative fencing.

6. Planting methods.

01. Intreduction

The Mining activities at Kaliapani Chromite Mines are being carried out as per Mining
Flan/Schemes duly approved by IBM and as per guidelines lald down by Directorate General
Mines Safety (DGMS). The total Lease hold Area has been broken up during 16 (Sixteen) years
of operation. In view of MoEF & CC guidelines issued on 10.2.2015 and subsequent Circular
dated 30.3.2015 issued by State Govt and order from DFO Cuttack vide Letter No 9570/5F/2014
dt. 12.12.2014, the involvement of Forest Land is 64.119 ha and 0.344 ha as Non- Forest Land
declared as Road as per land record as on 25.10.1980. Further the mines is located within
cluster of mines such as lease of Sukinda Chromite Mines of Mfs IMFA on the East, Jindal
Chromite Mines of M/s Jindal Stainless Ltd (J5L) on west & in south Ispat Sukinda Chromite
Mine of M/s Balasore Alloys Ltd . As per Para 4.7 of guidelines of F/C Act-1980, the Safety Zone
of 7.5 m width all around the Lease boundaries should be maintained. At Para 4.7 (i) " which
inter alia says that in case of cluster of mines, the outer boundaries of cluster should be taken
as Safety Zone & its maintenance cost has to be borne proportionately by the Lessee operating
the Cluster.” In North side of the Lease area with tree growth is maintained as safety zone with
7.5 m width and total area comes to 0,17 ha except limited area used for entry to the ML area.

Wet
drilling is performed by 100 mm dia DTH drills associated with compatible
size compressors. Non cap sensitive slurry of 83mm dia cartridge like Aqua
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dyne, as column charge and for secondary blasting Aqua dyne — 25 explosive
cartridge of 25 mm dia will be adopted.

4. The total mineable reserves are 26.89 Million Tonnes. The anticipated
life of mine is approximately 45 years. It was reported by the PP that the total
waste generation at the end of the life of the mine will be 4.08 million cum. At
the conceptual stage, about 32.34 ha area will be covered under waste dump.
The same will be stabilized by plantation.

S. Total fresh water requirement for the project is 347.2 KLD, out of
which 220 KLD is required for beneficiation Plant, 115 KLD for mining
operations & Green belt and 12.2 KLD for Domestic/drinking purpose. The
requirement is being met from mine discharge water & borewell. Necessary
Clearance from CGWA, Ministry of Water Resource, Govt Of India for
withdrawal of 53 KLD of water from bore well and 294.2 KLD of Mine
Dewater with a total amount not exceeding 347.2 KLD has been obtained
vide letter No. 21-4(44)/SER/CGWA/2008-1845 Dated 11.10.2013. It was
reported by the PP that during Underground mining, ground water table shall
be intersected. NOC for the same shall be obtained from CGWA.

6. It was reported by PP that there is no National Parks, Wildlife
Sanctuaries, Biosphere Reserves, Wildlife corridors, Tiger/Elephant Reserves
(existing or proposed) etc. within the study area (10 km radius of the mining
lease boundary). There are two protected Forests and three Reserved Forests
exist within 10 km radius of the mining lease boundary. Authenticated list of
flora and fauna was submitted. The nine Schedule-I species are reported
from the study area. Species Specific Conservation plan for the schedule-I
species i.e. Leopard, Panthera pardus; Elephant, Elephas maximus; Sloth
bear, Melursus ursinus; Ratel, Mellivora capensis; Indian pangolin, Manis
crassicaudata; Peafowl, Pavo cristatus; Indian rock python, Python molurus;
Monitor lizards, Bengal & Yellow monitor was submitted. The plan has been
forwarded by Divisional Forest Officer, Cuttack forest division.

7. Baseline data for Site-specific Micro-meteorological data, ambient air
quality (PM1o, SO2 and NOy), water quality, noise level, soil and flora and
fauna was collected during Post Monsoon Season 2012 (Oct to Dec-
2012).Results are found within permissible limits. The Public Hearing for the
Project was conducted at Kaliapani Village on 04.04.2013. The Public
Hearing was chaired by Mr. Chakrayudha Hota, Additional District
Magistrate as per EIA Notification, 2006. Major issues raised during public
hearing were related to treatment of Mine Drainage Water, Air pollution and
control measures, ground water depletion in mining lease area, provision of
check dams for irrigation of agricultural land, deforestation and peripheral
development (education, health service, drinking water supply and
Employment).

Balasore Alloys Limited (BAL) formerly Ispat Alloys Limited, has its Registered Office at
Balgopalpur, District Balasore, Odisha, The Company has its Captive Chromite Mines at Kaliapani,
tehsil Sukinda Dist: Jajpur, Odisha. Mining Lease deed with respect to 64.463 ha area was duly
executed between M/s Balasore Alloys Lid and Collector, Jajpur on 15.7.2000 with validity of
Lease up to 16.07.2030. Mining operation in the Lease hold area was started in Sept’ 2000 and is
still continuing. Since inception total area of 64.463 ha is mentioned as Non-forest land mining
operation is going on over the area with all statulory approval accordingly. As per Sabik record of
the same area it found out of 64,463 ha ML arca, 64.119 ha was classified as Sal Jungle i.e., Forest
Kissam as on 25.10.1980 and balance 0,344 ha as road (Non-Forest).

“Construction of cheek dums, retentiondoe walls to arrest sliding down of the excavated material
along the contour in accordance with the approved seheme™ at project cost.

In compliance with this condition, a comprehensive Scheme is prepared for implementation of the
same in the entire area of the said mining lease.

Dumping of overburden is done in retreating method. Since the material is loose type in nature so it
is susceptible to erosion. The natural slope being steep, it will contaminate the streams down the hill
with sediments during the rain. In order to protect the dump, it is designed in such a manner that the
wash=out should be minimum. Terrace of 20 mtr height with up to 28” slopes are effective. Garland
drain and Retaining wall at the toe of the dump is planned and constructed to minimise the soil
erosion. The drain is planned to be maintained in regular interval. It is planned , in addition to the
engineering design, vegetative protection of the dump surface by plantation, once the dump is
declared saturated. At the conceptual stage, the dump yard becomes stable with good forest growth
over it which resembles like original vegetative cover. .

3, Factor for Siltation:




Siltation is the pollution of water by particulate terrestrial clastic material, with a particle size
dominated by silt ar clay. It refers both to the increased concentration of suspended sediments, and
1& the increased accumulation {tem parary or permanent) of fine sediments on bottoms where they
are undesirable. Siltation is most often caused by soil erasion or sediment spill. Sometimes siltation
is called sediment pollutian, although that is an undesirable term since it is ambiguous, and can alsa
be used te refer to a chemical contamination of sediments accumulated on the bottom, or pollutants
bound 1o sediment particles. Siltation is the preferred term for being unambiguous, even if not
entirely stringent since it also includes other particle sizes than silt.

3.1 Cause of Siltatlon:

The mining activities and OB dumps are the major factors of impacting any drainage system in the
mining areas. The forms of erosion observed in this region include mainly rill and gully erosion, The
storm water runoffs from the hills, mine faces and OB dump slope areas carry substantial amounts of
solids In the lower order streamlets and choke the higher order streams, These lower order
streamlets and gullies have high erosive capacity due to gradient and pick up rock fragments and
transport them due to high velocity of the stream and deposit in the connecting high order streams
due to velocity drop. Streams can also erode by undercutiing their banks resulting in mass-wasting
processes like slumps or slides. When the undereut material falls inta the stream, the fragments are
transported and deposited in the stream bed. The other made of sediment transportation is very
nominal.

Siltation is an inherent problem with ponds, lakes and almost all types of water reservoirs world
aver, Sitation occurs due to depasition or settling of soll eroded from the shore line, decaying fallen
leaves, grass and other vegetative materials and decomposed organic materials settled on pand
bottems. Soil eroslon may be attributed as the primary factor responsible for pond siltation in this
area. Higher gradient and excess rainfall are the most commen reasons of sail erosion. Erosion of Soil
occurs from the waste dumps, excavated areas and naturally denuded ground surface, However,
looking into the current problem of siltatian of the village ponds, the major factor is the erosion of
the pond embankments along with air borne dust and decam position of in-situ aquatic weeds |lke
water hyatinth and other air borne vegetative materials falling into the pond. Air borne sand and
dust along with other vegetative materials falling on the pond also add to the process of siltation. As
the age of the ponds increase, new layers of silt accumulate on the older ones and the silt layers
become thicker, Finally the depth of the pond decreases and it loses its water storage capacity. At
this time it needs to be desilted to recaver. The: best practice against siltation is to desilt the pand
bottem at regular intervals as well as taking adequate preventive measures,

3.11 5iltation Due to Mining

The environmental impact of mining includes erosicn, formation of sinkholes, loss of biediversity,
and contamination of soil, groundwater and surface water by chemicals from mining pracesses, In
some cases, additional forest logging is done in the vicinity of mines to increase the gold volume for
the sick and room for the storage of the created debris and soil. Besides creating environmental
damage, the contamination resulting from leakage of chemicals also affects the health of the lacal
population. Erosion of exposed hillsides, mine dumps, tailings dams and resultant siltation of
drainages, creeks and rivers can significantly impact the surrounding areas. In areas of wilderness
mining may cause destruction and disturbance of ecosystems and ha bitats, and in areas of farming it

may disturb or destroy productive grazing and croplands.

3.1 Mitigation Measures

In rural areas the first line of defense is to maintain land cover and prevent soil eroslan in the first
place. The second line of defense is to trap the material before it reaches the stream metwork
(known as sediment control). If the material is deposited on I3 nd, efficient sedimentation basins can
be constructed, If it is dumped in relatively deep water there will be a significant spill during
dumping, but not thereafter, and the spill that does arise will have minimal impact if there are only
fine-sediment bottoms nearby) One of the most difficult conflicts of interest to resolve, as regards
siltation mitigation, is perhaps beach nourishment. It is desirable to minimize the siltation of
irrigation channels by hydrologic design, the objective being not to create zones with falling
