It is further informe  that NTCA recommended the proposed project subject to foliowing

conditions and mitigatic measures:

The Conservator of Fi ests, Adilabad reported that the User Agency has given a undertaking
to construct two major bridg - and 44 minor bridges across the proposed new third BG line at their
cost in consultation with Fo st Department. It is also informed the User Agency has agreed to
provide splayed funnel shap ! wing walls with vegetation at both ends of animal passage. A copy
of the Undertaking and the li.  of proposed bridges are enclosed.

It is noted that, the specifications of the bridges proposed to be constructed by the User
Agency are not meeting the specifications piescribed by NTCA, WII with respect to the length and
width of the passage way, v "ich states that the minimum length should be 30 mts and minimum
height should be 4.5 mts fro~ the ground. The NTCA also prescribed a minimum of 15-20 % of the
railway line length should be svered by the wildlife passage ways at each corridor.

In this regard, it is tc. 1form that there are already two BG lines existing and the proposed
line is the third BG line be 1 laid to meet the requirement of increased railway traffic on this
impor-ant route connecting. outhern Indian States to New Delhi. Since, the new line will be
running parallel to the exist .8 two lines it would not be possible to change the alignment or the
under passes below the e ting lines. In view of the difficulties expressed by the Railway
authorities, it is requested ' modify the conditions laid down in the Minutes of the meeting by
incerporating  the passage olan submitted by Railway authorities and recommended by
Conservator of Forests, Adi jad and communicate to this office for taking further action in the
matter, The User Agency ha . igreed to comply with all other conditions prescribed in the Minutes
of the meeting. The Undert: _ing to implemant animal passage plan along with list of majcr and
minor bridges with specifica ins submitted by the User Agency are enclosed.

The IGF(WL) briefed the Standing Committee and stated that the proposal is for use
of 168.43 ha forestland from the Kawal Tiger Corridor for laying of a new third BG railway
line of 18.0 KM along the existing tracks within the area between Makhudi and Rechni
road railway stations in Kagaznagar, Asifabad and Bellampally Forest Divisions. However,
the State Board for Wild Life and State Govt. recommended only for use of 21.2642 ha of
forest land for the project. He stated that the State Chief Wildlife Warden has
recommended the proposal with the mitigation measures and conditions:

(1) The user agency shall provide cross-over tunnels at their own cost, beneath the
proposed railway line for the free movement of wild animals at animal crossing zones
identified by the concerned Forest Officers for the purpose especially along streams.

(2) The user agency shall provide fencing / barricading at their own cost at locations
which are frequented by wild animals to cross over from one side of the forest to the
other side across railway lines.

(3) That the user agency shall provide Rs. 276.50 lakh for developing natural grass lands
/ meadows, water harvesting structures, solar bore wells, publicity and awareness
materials, sign boards, etc., to be implemented over a period of 5 years as under,;

(4) The above amount shall be deposited by the user agency in the BIOSOT account of
the State Chief Wildlife Warden, Telangana in Andhra Bank, Secretariat Branch,
