Advisory Committee, the Central Government herebv agrees to accord

Act, 1980 for sccking prios approval of the Central Government under Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980 for renewal of Collection of Minor Minerals from
628.8 ha forest land of Song River 1, 2. 3. and Jakhan 1, 2 for 10 vears
ander Dehradun Forest Division, Uttarakhand, sithject to the following
conditions: '

A: Conditions which need to be complied prior to handing over of forest
land by the State Forest Department and compliance is to be submitted
prior to Stage-II approval:

i. Bamboo plantation shall be raised between the mining area
in the river bed and the nearby areas at project cost to
avoid soil erosion and also protect agriculture fields. The
state government may coordinate to dovetail the schemes
of Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers’ .Welfare,
Government of India in this regard;

i. Copy of this approval shall be marked to National

‘ B: Conditions which need to be complied on field after handing over of
forest land to the user agency by the State Forest Department but the
I compliance in form of undertaking shall be submitted and compliance
to be submitted prior to Stage-II approval:

i. Legal status of the diverted forest land shall remain unchanged;

ii. Extraction of minor minerals when permitted shall be from the
4 middle of the riverbed after leaving one fourth of the river bed on
each bank untouched;

iii. Forest land will be handed over only after required non-forest

xvii. The sale proceeds Jrom collection of minor minerals from
Jorestland of Song River 1, 2, 3 and Jakhan 1, 2 shall be
used for protection/ conservation of forests;

xviii. All Guidelines of Ministry of* Environment, Forest and
Climate Change issued in respect of extraction/collection of

sand, stone and Bajri Jrom the river-bed shall also be
Sollowed;

xix.The complete compliance report of each and every conditions
laid down in this approval shall be uploaded on e-portal

this Ministry. Transfer of the said forest land to the user agency shall not
be effected by the Government of Uttarakhand till final/stage-1T approval
for its diversion is issued by this Y\I_’Timstrﬂ'.
